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          1  COMMITTEE ON HEALTH

          2                 CHAIRPERSON QUINN: I call the Health

          3  Committee meeting to order.

          4                 The clerk is on his way up. We are

          5  very quickly today in Health Committee going to vote

          6  on three pieces of legislation. Intro. 172 of 2004.

          7  A local law to amend the Administrative Code of the

          8  City of New York in relation to requiring the

          9  Department of Health and Mental Hygiene to develop a

         10  prescription drug discount card program, 172-A.

         11                 We're also voting on 211-A. A local

         12  law to amend the Administrative Code of the City of

         13  New York in relation to requiring the placement of

         14  automated external defibrillators at certain public

         15  places, and Resolution 798 of 2005, a resolution

         16  commemorating the 60th Anniversary of the liberation

         17  of the Auschwitz Concentration Camp in Poland on

         18  January 17th, 1945.

         19                 Since we have had a number of

         20  hearings on all of these bills, and they will be

         21  part of the Speaker's prestated press conference

         22  later today, I'm going to kind of waive any comments

         23  of my own at this point, congratulate Council Member

         24  Oddo, Council Member Baez, and the other folks who

         25  have worked very hard on this bill and move quickly
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          2  to a vote.

          3                 We're going to do one vote on all

          4  three, okay.

          5                 And if the clerk could please call

          6  the roll, and we'll leave the roll open for those

          7  who are in other meetings.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Quinn.

          9                 CHAIRPERSON QUINN: I vote aye, and I

         10  also want to thank Gelvina and all the staff for

         11  their very, very hard work on all these bills. And

         12  also Council Member Oddo's staff for their work on

         13  these bills.

         14                 I vote aye.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK: Clarke.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER CLARKE: A moment to

         17  just explain my vote, Madam Chair?

         18                 To my colleague, Council Member Oddo,

         19  we've been waiting for this legislation to come to

         20  fruition. This speaks very well of your tenacity and

         21  leadership in this Council that all public places

         22  will have these external defibrillators. It is a

         23  wonderful thing. It's important here in the City of

         24  New York that we recognize the needs of our

         25  citizens, particularly when it comes to life-saving
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          2  measures, kudos to you and all of my colleagues who

          3  worked with you and their staff for making this

          4  happen.

          5                 Secondly, to Council Member Baez. The

          6  prescription drug discount card program for the City

          7  of New York again demonstrates our ability to be

          8  innovative here in the City of New York, and I want

          9  to congratulate her here on these two measures.

         10                 And finally, just to say aye on all.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK: Sears.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEARS: Permission to

         13  explain my vote.

         14                 CHAIRPERSON QUINN: Yes.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEARS: I just want to

         16  say that I thank the Chair for bringing these two

         17  issues forward and to this conclusion.

         18                 I want to thank Councilman Oddo

         19  because my experience is in health care. I can't

         20  tell you how important this legislation is, and I

         21  personally really thank you because I have seen the

         22  effects of not having this, and it's been a long

         23  time. So, I happily vote aye on both.

         24                 Thank you.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK: Oddo.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: I have a lot of

          3  folks to thank and a lot to say, but I won't say it

          4  now because we're in a rush.

          5                 Yes. A very grateful yes.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of four in

          7  the affirmative, zero in the negative and no

          8  abstentions, the items are adopted.

          9                 CHAIRPERSON QUINN: If we could, Mr.

         10  Clerk, please keep the roll open, and we'll speak

         11  more of this later. Thank you.

         12                 This hearing is adjourned.
