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Introduction


On February 27, 2018, the Committee on Education, chaired by Council Member Mark Treyger, will hold an oversight hearing on Community Schools and Renewal Schools. Representatives from the Department of Education (DOE), union leaders, advocates, educators, and other members of the public have been invited to testify.

Background

Nationwide, the community school model is among the country’s fastest growing educational improvement strategies.
 The community school model addresses challenges that prevent students from thriving academically by providing them with supports such as healthcare and social services within their community or school.
 These schools serve as “neighborhood hubs” where “communities congregate to share resources and address their common challenges.”
 The community school model is founded on the belief that schools and community partners have to work together in order to improve the academic and developmental outcomes of students.


Community schools respond to the unique needs of the individual community they serve, and therefore each community school often has distinct operations and programming.
 According to the Learning Policy Institute, despite their differences, the following four pillars are evident in most community schools:
1. Integrated student supports - community schools respond to barriers out of school by working with social and health service providers.
2. Expanded learning time and opportunities - community schools provide expanded learning time before school, after school, weekends and/or during the summer to offer students additional academic lessons, enrichment opportunities and individualized support.
3. Family and community engagement - community schools partner with parents and community stakeholders to make decisions that impact students’ education. Additionally, community schools provide parents with educational opportunities such as computer skills classes, English as a Second Language classes and art classes.
4. Collaborative leadership and practices - community schools establish a culture of trust, shared responsibility, and professional learning.

Benefits of Community Schools

Research shows that community schools improve students’ academic achievement, as well as overall school climate. According to the Learning Policy Institute, students who receive dental services, medical care, transportation assistance, and counseling often show improvements in their social functioning, attendance, academic performance, and behavior.
 Additionally, increased learning time provided by community schools correlates with increases in student attendance and academic performance.
 Lastly, the community engagement component of community schools helps decrease student absenteeism and increases academic achievement.
 

In addition to improving students’ academic outcomes, community schools are also cost effective. A five-year study conducted by the organization “Communities In Schools” found that every $1 invested in their associated high school programs resulted in $11.60 in economic benefits.
 Additionally, this study found that the model resulted in decreased dropout rates and increased graduation rates.
 Furthermore, an analysis by the Children’s Aid Society of two elementary schools that offer health and mental health services, parent education, family support services, and expanded learning opportunities found that financial investment in these schools positively affected “social value,” which includes children’s cognitive and literary skills as a measure of success.
 In fact, $1 invested at one of the two schools resulted in $14.80 in social value return while $1 invested in the other school resulted in a $10.30 social value as a return.

Despite the referenced benefits of community schools, according to research conducted by the research nonprofit Child Trends, evaluations of community schools often find inconsistent and inconclusive results.
 For example, while the Learning Policy Institute found that community schools help increase student attendance,
 other studies have found that community schools do not have an apparent impact on student attendance.
 Similarly, inconsistent results have been shown with regard to behavior, social-emotional outcomes, and suspension rates.
 However, Child Trends notes that although research on the impact of community schools is often inconsistent, negative findings of community schools are rare.

DOE’s Community Schools Initiative

The New York City Department of Education (DOE) Community Schools Initiative is the largest community schools initiative in the nation.
 This initiative, which started with 45 community schools in Fall 2014,
 now operates in 227 schools serving approximately 117,000 students.
 Notably, not every DOE school that follows the community school model is a part of DOE’s Community Schools Initiative. For example, the United Federation of Teachers (UFT)
 and the Children’s Aid Society both operate Community Schools in DOE public schools,
 were pre-existing and not part of the Community Schools Initiative schools. This oversight hearing only focuses on the schools in DOE’s Community Schools Initiative.
DOE Community Schools Development
Schools in the Community Schools Initiative undergo four stages of development.
 The first stage of development is the “exploring” stage, which occurs during the planning year.
 At this stage, the school team considers the advantages of the community schools model and its ability to organize resources that promote student achievement.
 The next stage is the “emerging” stage, during years one and two, which includes a community based organization (CBO) and the school working together to outline their partnership.
 In addition, at this stage, CBOs, with the input of school leadership, hire a Community School Director (CSD).
 CSDs are co-leaders with principals in community schools,
 and although working full time in their partnered school, CSDs are employees of the partnering CBO.
 In year three, community schools enter the “maturing” stage in which the “vision for Community School is adopted by [a] broader set of stakeholders and services are delivered seamless[ly] to students.”
 Lastly, DOE identifies year four of the stages of development as the “excelling” stage.
 During this stage, schools and CBOs adopt programs that support both core instruction and the whole child, incorporating the involvement of parent leaders and “ensuring sustainability of the work”.

Support Structures and Services


DOE offers various support structures for its community schools. As mentioned, community schools are partnered with lead CBOs “that provide additional supports and services for students, both integrated into the instructional school day, as well as before and after school.”
 Additionally, DOE’s Office of Community Schools (OCS), operating within the Division of School Support, supports the schools in the Community Schools Initiative by ensuring “that there is a clear alignment across all DOE offices around Community Schools policy and operations.” 
 Program Managers within OCS support the schools and the CBOs with building their capacity, developing relationships, and managing resources.
 Additionally, a Community Schools Advisory Board of advocates, community organizations, businesses, health providers, unions, and the City Council supports DOE’s Community Schools Initiative.
 The Community Schools Advisory Board helps improve existing community school programs and works to increase parental participation.
 

While each school in the Community Schools Initiative is different,
 the schools are “organized around six core components that are meant to ensure consistency across schools, while also providing school leaders with sufficient flexibility to encourage innovation.”
 Among these components are the two core structures of CBO and school partnerships and the use of real-time data.
 The core services in DOE schools include expanded learning time, family engagement, attendance improvement strategies and health services.

In addition to the core services and supports, each community school has a Community School Team (CST), which includes parents, the CSD, the principal, and partners who help develop and design the community school.
 The CST also develops protocols, meets regularly, and uses data to assess the impact of the Community School. 
Renewal Schools and Rise Schools as part of DOE’s Community Schools Initiative

The Mayor’s Community Schools Initiative includes 227 total community schools; a subset of this includes “Renewal” and “Rise” schools, which are described in the following section. 
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Community School Funding
Community schools and their partner CBOs must work together to align their resources to provide academic and supportive services that are integrated throughout the school day. In order to achieve this, schools and CBOs engage in a collaborative planning and budgeting process, to align both the school’s and CBO’s resources together to provide additional programs and services. Resources supporting schools and CBOs include Fair Student Funding, supplemental contracts, and private funding. The total Fiscal 2017 budget for Community Schools was $150 million.
 Since then, the Community School Initiative has grown by 77 schools and it is expected that the community school budget has increased as schools and CBO partners have been added. However, the community school budget is not transparent, and today the Committee is looking to the Administration for an update on the total budget for community schools in Fiscal 2018 and the projected cost for Fiscal 2019. 
Fair Student Funding (FSF) is used by schools to cover basic instructional needs of enrolled students.
  This funding is allocated to each school based on the grade and academic needs of students at the school.
 DOE determines the amount each school should receive, and then adjusts the funding amount since schools do not actually receive 100 percent of their FSF entitlement. The base funding for schools is 87 percent of their FSF entitlement.
 However, the budgets of schools in the Community Schools Initiative, including Renewal Schools, are not adjusted, and thus these schools receive 100 percent of their FSF entitlement.
 Therefore, community schools (and Renewal Schools) have additional funding needed to cover the instructional needs of all enrolled students. The actual amount of FSF funding will vary by school depending on the needs of the enrolled students. 

Additionally, the community school CBO partner receives funding to operate extended-day and supportive services in schools. These contracts are funded with a combination of private, city, and State funding. Community School CBO contracts are typically funded for three years at $460,000 a year; however, contracts vary and some CBO partners have one-year contracts for $166,667.
 The types of public funding New York City uses to support supplemental contracts includes a direct 21st Century Community Learning Center (21st CCLC) grant to DOE ($25.5 million), Attendance Improvement and Dropout Intervention grant ($52 million), Empire State After-School funding ($62.5 million), Foundation Aid, and City tax levy.
 Community school partners also leverage their existing funding to sustain and maintain programs in community schools from multiple sources including COMPASS (Comprehensive After School System of New York City), Beacon school-based community centers, adult education, Universal Pre-Kindergarten, Head Start, and school food pantries.
 

Lastly, community schools use private money to sustain programs or for pilot programs including but not limited to funding from The Wallace Foundation to support K-5 social-emotional learning and a pilot with Sprint to provide free Wi-Fi to students and families. Below is a breakdown of the primary sources of funding and funding terms for community schools.

The City Council also provides $2.25 million in funding for community schools, as well as $2.16 million for Adult literacy programs in community schools and $1 million for 25 school food pantries, 17 of which are in community schools.

Renewal Schools
In November 2014, Mayor Bill de Blasio announced the School Renewal Program, a $150 million initiative to turn around struggling schools, in contrast with the prior administration’s approach of closing or phasing out low-performing schools.
 The DOE identified 94 struggling schools, 43 in the Bronx, 27 in Brooklyn, 12 in Manhattan, and 12 in Queens, to participate in the School Renewal Program.
 In his announcement, the Mayor specified four key supports that Renewal Schools would receive:

1. Community School model - each of the 94 Renewal Schools would be transformed into a Community School.

2. Extended learning time - every student in a Renewal School would get an extra hour of instructional time every school day. Additionally, these schools would also receive extra afterschool seats to extend the day even further with after school programs.

3. Professional development - Renewal Schools would get more professional training and support to develop effective school leaders and teachers.

4. Summer programs – there would be high-quality, academically focused summer programs at all of the Renewal Schools.

The 94 Renewal Schools selected by DOE met all three of the following criteria and additional criteria “that were added per the Chancellor’s discretion:”

· Identified by the State as Priority or Focus Schools: 

· Priority: The bottom 5% lowest-performing schools statewide 

· Focus: The bottom 10% of progress in a student subgroup (e.g students with disabilities, English Language Learners)
· Demonstrated low academic achievement for each of the three prior years (2012-2014): 

· Elementary and middle schools in the bottom 25% in Math and ELA scores 

· High schools in the bottom 25% in four-year graduation rate.
· Received a rating on their most recent Quality Review of “proficient” or below.

Under the School Renewal Program, the 94 schools were held accountable for meeting school-specific benchmarks in their first three years.
 While schools had some choice in determining their benchmarks, all schools were required to have improved attendance as a goal.
 In addition to attendance, elementary and middle schools were required to choose five other improvement targets, three of which had to be based on state test scores or former students’ credit accumulation in ninth grade.
 High school improvement goals could include graduation rates, pass rates on Regents exams, and course completion.
 Additional benchmarks were based on data from parent and student surveys and scores from school quality reviews.
 Principals and school leadership teams were required to agree on and submit their benchmarks to DOE by June 15, 2015.

Renewal Schools that did not meet their benchmarks have been subject to interventions such as changes to leadership and faculty, and/or possible reorganization of the school, including combining schools or closing and replacing schools.

Timelines and goals for the first three years of the School Renewal Program implementation were as follows:

2014–2015
· Each school must develop and put in place a School Renewal Plan for transformation by Spring 2015, including identifying a CBO partner and becoming community school

2015–2016
· Each school must meet concrete milestones defined in its School Renewal Plan and improve on targeted elements of the capacity framework, as identified in the needs assessment

· Each school must demonstrate measurable improvement in attendance and retention of effective teachers

2016–2017
· Each school must demonstrate significant improvement in academic achievement 

· Each school must demonstrate continued improvement on targeted elements of the capacity framework

Renewal School Challenges
Renewal Schools have higher concentrations of high-needs students than most other City schools. In the 2016-17 school year, Renewal Schools served 37,248 students with the following demographic breakdown: 87% Black or Hispanic; 83% living in poverty; 21% English Language Learners; and nearly 1 in 4 students receiving special education services.
 Those numbers contrast with citywide figures of 67.6% Black or Hispanic; 76.5% living in poverty; 12.5% English Language Learners; and 18.7% receiving special education services.

Renewal Schools also have twice as many low-rated teachers as other City schools.
 More than 20% of teachers at Renewal Schools received the two lowest ratings on the state-mandated evaluation system in 2014, compared to less than 10% of teachers citywide who received those ratings.
 Additionally, less than 2% of Renewal School teachers received the highest ratings in 2014, compared to 9.2% of the City’s teachers overall.

Renewal School Support
While Renewal Schools remain under the supervision of their local community school district or high school superintendent, DOE also created a new Office of Renewal Schools, and in March 2015, Mayor de Blasio and Chancellor Fariña announced the appointment of Aimee Horowitz, a former superintendent for Staten Island high schools, as Executive Superintendent for the School Renewal Program.
 Further, each community school district where Renewal Schools are located has added the position of Director of School Renewal (DSR) to provide extra support to those schools.
 
In addition to DSRs, instructional support for Renewal Schools is provided by instructional coaches who work for the Office of Renewal Schools.
 Additionally, DOE has provided funding for a total of 221 “Teacher Leaders” (including 11 Master Teachers, 94 Model Teachers, and 116 Peer Collaborative Teachers) to work in Renewal Schools in the 2017-18 school year.
 The roles of these Teacher Leader positions are to model best practices, provide peer coaching, and create a collaborative learning culture.
 
Renewal School Accountability 

Within the first several months of the School Renewal Program, seven new principals were placed in Renewal Schools.
 In addition, at two of the Renewal Schools deemed “out of time” by the State Education Department (because they failed to substantively improve after three or more years of intensive support), Automotive High School and Boys and Girls High School, the DOE put in place a plan to require staff members at both schools to reapply for their jobs before the start of the 2015-16 school year.

In June 2015, Renewal Schools were required to select goals for the next two years in a number of areas, including attendance, test scores, and graduation rates.
 As previously noted, schools unable to meet their benchmarks are subject to leadership or faculty changes, or possible closure or reorganization of the school. According to one media report, by February 2017, close to half of the original Renewal School principals had been replaced.

Accountability interventions since the School Renewal Program’s inception have also resulted in changes to the number of Renewal Schools each year. The program was launched in November 2014 with 94 Renewal Schools. At the end of the 2015-16 school year, the DOE closed three Renewal Schools, merged two into other Renewal Schools and five into schools that were not in the Renewal program.
 

In 2016-17, there were 86 Renewal Schools. That year, the DOE closed six and merged two into schools that were not in the Renewal program; merged another into a school where the merged school remained in the Renewal program; and truncated (reduced the number of grade levels at) two other Renewal Schools.

At the start of the 2017-18 school year, there were 78 Renewal Schools citywide and, on December 18, 2017, the DOE proposed the closure of nine, the merger of five others and one school truncation.
 Further, 21 Renewal Schools have shown sufficient improvement to transition out of the program to become “Rise Schools.”
 If all of the proposals are approved by the Panel for Educational Policy (PEP) at its February 28, 2018 meeting, there will be 46 Renewal Schools in the 2018-19 school year.

Rise Schools 

On December 18, 2017, the DOE announced a new school designation called Rise Schools for 21 Renewal Schools that showed steady gains across multiple measures such as graduation rates, college readiness, State test scores and attendance.
 Further, these 21 Rise Schools met at least 67% of their benchmarks, are not on the State’s Priority list, and “have demonstrated a sustainable school improvement structure that will allow them to build on their progress with fewer Renewal School resources.”

According to DOE, Rise Schools will “fully transition out of the Renewal Schools program at the end of the current school year” and their support structure and resources will gradually shift from Directors of School Renewal (DSRs) and the Office of Renewal Schools (ORS) to their local Field Support Centers (FSCs).
 While Rise Schools will have greater autonomy, they will continue to be monitored and will receive targeted supports. “Each Rise School will immediately undergo a needs assessment – led by its Superintendent, FSC, and other DOE central offices – and develop a transition plan that will be implemented over the next two years.”
 Rise Schools will remain community schools and will continue to be held accountable for meeting annual targets, which they will receive this year and will be responsible for meeting by the end of the 2018-19 school year.
 

Funding for Rise Schools will also differ from that of Renewal Schools, as their resources will transition from the Renewal Schools program to their local FSC, their superintendent’s office, and the Office of Community Schools.
 According to DOE, “[a]ll Rise Schools will permanently maintain their community school partnerships and 100 percent Fair Student Funding.”

According to DOE, the FY18 budget for the Renewal program is $192 million, which will be used to support Renewal Schools in their fourth year, as well as Rise Schools that are transitioning out of the Renewal program.

Issues and Concerns

Although the DOE operates one of the largest community school initiatives in the country,
 there is a lack of transparency in DOE’s budgeting process for community schools. The committee is interested in learning about the total budget for community schools in Fiscal 2018 and the projected cost for Fiscal 2019. Additionally, there is a lack of transparency around accountability measures for all 227 schools in DOE’s Community Schools Initiative. The committee is interested in learning how DOE measures the effectiveness of these community schools and its accountability mechanisms to ensure that this model is benefiting the students and families they serve.

Another concern is that community schools are often conflated with Renewal Schools. The community school model was utilized in New York City long before the Mayor announced his Community Schools Initiative or his plan to use the model to help turn around struggling schools through the Renewal Schools program. In fact, the majority of community schools in the City are not Renewal Schools. Yet, since the 2014 launch of the School Renewal Program, most of the media attention, often negative, has focused on Renewal Schools and whether the community school model has led to improved academic performance.
 In this context, community schools in general are increasingly thought of as low-performing, and suffer from much the same stigma as that associated with the Renewal School label.Concerns about Renewal Schools

Over the years, New York City has dealt with low-performing schools in a variety of ways. Under the prior administration, the primary strategy was to close or phase-out underperforming schools and replace them with new district or charter schools, often co-locating multiple smaller schools in a single building, which frequently generated controversy and opposition from parents, teachers, students, and other community stakeholders who felt their voices were excluded from decision-making.
 In contrast, the de Blasio administration introduced the School Renewal Program, a strategy of providing additional supports and tools to help turn around struggling schools, reserving school closure as a last resort. While some advocates have been generally supportive of this new model, there are still many challenges and concerns.

One frequently cited concern by supporters is that the implementation of the School Renewal Program has been rushed and uneven, with some schools receiving guidance and supports much earlier than others.
 In some schools, CBO partners and supports such as mental health services were not in place until mid-year.
 In addition, some high-priority schools were given specific goals for the year, assigned principal mentors and teacher coaches, and sent fewer challenging students, while others were not given specific targets, nor provided with mentors or coaches.
 Union leaders also complained that the Renewal School rollout had been poorly thought out. They cited as one example the lack of guidance on how to add an extra hour of instruction to Renewal School schedules, pointing out that “extending the school day is a major logistical challenge for school leaders, who must make sure that student transportation, school safety officers, and even crossing guards are all on board with the new hours.”

Overall management of the School Renewal Program has also been a major concern. A confusing support and supervision structure, including the Office of Renewal Schools, local superintendents, and DSRs, has been marked by a lack of communication and coordination. Some principals say they have received conflicting directives from superintendents and the Office of Renewal Schools.
 Further, the head of the City’s principals union has complained about “bureaucratic micromanagement of principals” in Renewal Schools.
 He has also charged that the program “is overwhelming principals with paperwork and compliance.”

Lack of transparency and basic information about the School Renewal Program has also been cited as a problem. Information about the Renewal School Program on DOE’s website consists of a single webpage containing a list of summer 2017 programs, a list of Renewal Schools, and very limited, basic information including the three criteria used for Renewal School selection and a list of five key elements of the plan.
 The DOE also initially refused to make the goals for Renewal Schools public, but after substantial criticism, has now made them available on each school’s webpage.
 However, much of the information in the Renewal School benchmark reports is not clear and requires looking up complex definitions of metrics in a Framework Report Technical Guide.

The benchmarks themselves have been a point of contention, with critics arguing that school improvement targets were set too low, while some experts maintain the goals are appropriate for schools that started so far behind.
 The controversy has grown this year with DOE’s decision to give Renewal Schools a goal “range” rather than a specific target, particularly since some ranges include goals that are below the schools’ current levels.
 The new goal ranges “have created some confusion among school leaders about what they are expected to achieve and what will happen if they don’t.”
 Further, some critics contend that the new goal ranges are little more than a ploy by the administration to claim success and justify the sizable investment in Renewal Schools by making it easier for schools to meet their targets.
 
The stigma associated with the Renewal School label has also become a significant issue, as it signals that a school is among the lowest-performing in the City. This stigma is believed to have contributed to serious enrollment declines at many Renewal Schools.
  While most of the schools in the Renewal program had declining enrollment before the program began, they have seen even steeper decreases since the program started, despite the enormous investment in new supports and services.
 Shrinking enrollment is a major concern, because schools’ budgets and staff levels are determined by the number of students they serve. Schools without a critical mass of at least 250 students are deemed unable to provide the full range of classes and services needed to offer students a “robust education” by DOE and consequently are often consolidated with other schools.
 The Renewal School stigma may also be a contributing factor in the high teacher attrition rate at these schools. According to data collected by the UFT, almost 40% of teachers working at Renewal Schools in 2014 had left those schools two years later, compared with 23% of teachers who left other City schools during that period.
 Not only is such high teacher turnover costly, it can be destabilizing for schools and unsettling for students, leading to lower academic achievement — especially for those who are already low-performing.
 To help combat some of the Renewal School stigma, the DOE has begun to offer principals training sessions on recruitment outreach strategies to enable them to better market their schools, but some advocates maintain that a much broader rebranding effort is needed.

Concerns about Rise Schools

Although schools recently designated as Rise Schools may no longer bear the stigma of the Renewal School label, there are still concerns about potential loss of funding and needed supports. While DOE has promised that all Rise Schools will continue to be community schools and will retain their 100% FSF allocation, they will transition out of other Renewal School program supports over time, such as instructional coaches.
 This raises concerns because, despite having made progress, Rise Schools remain below the city average on performance measures and will still be held accountable for continued improvement.
 There is a fear that “rewarding” improvement by reducing funding will undermine the continued progress of the Rise Schools.
 

Conclusion
Today’s hearing will provide an opportunity for the Committee to examine DOE’s Community Schools Initiative and School Renewal Program. The Committee also expects to hear testimony from parents, students, educators, advocates, unions, and other members of the public about their concerns and recommendations.
