I. INTRODUCTION
On July 14, 2025, the Committee on Economic Development, chaired by Majority Leader Amanda Farías, will hold a committee vote on Proposed Introduction Number 164-A (“Prop. Int. No. 164-A”), sponsored by Majority Leader Amanda Farías, a local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the posting of community impact reports for city-subsidized economic development projects, Proposed Introduction Number 810-A (“Prop. Int. No. 810-A”), sponsored by Majority Leader Amanda Farías, a local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to a feasibility study for the use on a temporary basis of vacant New York city housing authority commercial space by resident-owned businesses, and Proposed Introduction Number 844-A (“Prop. Int. No. 844-A”), sponsored by Council Member Kevin Riley, a local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to including grants in the feasibility study on the use on a temporary basis of vacant New York city public housing authority commercial space by resident-owned businesses. These bills were previously heard by the Economic Development Committee on June 13, 2024. 
II.	LEGISLATIVE ANALYSIS
Proposed Int. No. 164-A - in relation to the posting of community impact reports for city-subsidized economic development projects	
Proposed Introduction 164-A would require the city's contracted economic development entity (currently the New York City Economic Development Corporation) to prepare and post community impact reports for economic development projects receiving $4 million or more in city subsidies. The $4 million threshold would be adjusted annually for inflation based on the Consumer Price Index.
EDC would submit the community impact reports required by Prop. Int. 164-A to the Mayor and Speaker and post the reports online at least 15 days before final project agreements are executed. The community impact reports would include information on potential resident and business displacement, job creation estimates, housing impacts, and for projects in highly distressed areas, an additional analysis of job training opportunities, local investment, and wage impacts. Affordable housing projects where at least 50% of units are affordable to households earning less than 120% of the area median income would be exempt.
Proposed Int. No. 810-A - in relation to a feasibility study for the use on a temporary basis of vacant New York city housing authority commercial space by resident-owned businesses
Proposed Introduction 810-A would require the Mayor or a designated agency to conduct a feasibility study on using vacant commercial space at NYCHA developments for businesses owned by public housing residents on a temporary basis. The study would examine factors including space availability, appropriate occupancy periods, financial considerations including rent payments, coordination with existing economic opportunity programs, and potential insurance requirements. 
The study would be submitted to the Mayor and Council by July 1, 2027 and include recommendations for the implementation of a program using vacant commercial space at NYCHA for businesses owned by public housing residents.
Proposed Int. No. 844-A - in relation to including grants in the feasibility study on the use on a temporary basis of vacant New York city public housing authority commercial space by resident-owned businesses
Proposed Introduction 844-A would expand the scope of the NYCHA commercial space feasibility study required by Prop. Int. 810-A by adding an examination of potential grant funding of up to $10,000 per business to help NYCHA residents establish, expand, or grow their businesses that would use vacant commercial space. This bill would take effect on the same day as Proposed Introduction 810-A.

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
Section 1. Subchapter 2 of chapter 8 of title 22 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 22-830 to read as follows:
§ 22-830 Community impact reports. a. Definitions. For the purposes of this section, the following terms have the following meanings:      	
Economic development benefit. The term “economic development benefit” means the sale or lease of city-owned land at below-market rates, or the provision or administration of financial assistance by a contracted entity, to a person or entity for the purpose of job creation or retention.      	
Economic development project. The term “economic development project” means a project that is undertaken by a person or entity that receives an economic development benefit for such project, provided that the term “economic development project” shall not include any project for the creation of affordable housing where such affordable housing units shall be affordable to individuals earning less than 120 percent of area median income and where any market rate housing units created within such project comprise no more than 50 percent of all units created within such project.
     	Financial assistance. The term “financial assistance” means the provision of no less than $4,000,000 (adjusted based on the percentage change, if any, in the consumer price index for all urban consumers published by the bureau of labor statistics of the United States department of labor for the geographic region New York-Newark-Jersey City (1982-84 = 100), or any successor index thereto, from January 1, 2026, to January 1 of the year in which such adjustment is made) in cash payments or grants, bond financing, tax abatements or exemptions (including, but not limited to, abatements or exemptions from real property, mortgage recording, sales and use taxes, or the difference between any payments in lieu of taxes and the amount of real property or other taxes that would have been due if the property were not exempted from the payment of such taxes, less any as-of-right abatements), tax increment financing, filing fee waivers, payments for environmental remediation, write-downs in the market value of a building, land, or leases, or the cost of capital improvements undertaken for the benefit of a project, provided that the term “financial assistance” includes only discretionary assistance that is negotiated or awarded by the city or by a contracted entity, and does not include as-of-right assistance such as non-discretionary tax abatements or benefits. 
Highly distressed area. The term “highly distressed area” has the same meaning as set forth in subdivision (18) of section 854 of the general municipal law.
b. Each covered contract executed on or after the effective date of the local law that added this section shall require a contracted entity to submit to the mayor and the speaker of the council and post on the website of such contracted entity a community impact report for such project no less than 15 days before (i) the execution of an agreement between such contracted entity and the person or entity that undertakes an economic development project for the provision of an economic development benefit for such project, or (ii) the conveyance of title of such project from such contracted entity to such person or entity, whichever is later. Each such community impact report shall include, but need not be limited to: 
1. A final environmental impact statement, prepared in accordance with chapter 5 of title 62 of the rules of the city of New York, where such chapter requires preparation of such statement for such economic development project;
2. Where required to be filed pursuant to subdivision b of section 25-118, a racial equity report;
3. Where such economic development project is located in a highly distressed area, an assessment of the impact of such project in such area on: (i) job creation and job training opportunities; (ii) investment in employment and housing opportunities; and (iii) local wages;
4. The estimated number of residents that such project would displace; 
5. The estimated number of businesses that such project would displace, and the estimated number of all employees of all such businesses;
6. The estimated number of full-time jobs that such project would create; and
7. The estimated number of dwelling units such project may create or renovate, and the estimated range of proposed rents for such units.

No later than July 1, 2027, the mayor or an agency or office designated by the mayor, with the cooperation of the New York city housing authority, shall submit to the speaker of the council and the mayor a feasibility study regarding the use on a temporary basis of vacant commercial space at New York city housing authority developments by businesses owned by an authorized public housing resident of such housing authority.
b. The feasibility study required by this section shall examine, among other factors, the availability of vacant commercial space or other appropriate spaces for use by businesses owned by a public housing resident; the appropriate temporary occupancy period of the commercial space; financial considerations, including appropriate rent payments for the use of such space; opportunities for coordination with the economic opportunities programs for residents of the New York city housing authority; and potential liability and indemnification requirements in connection with such use of space. 
c. The feasibility study required by this section shall include recommendations for implementation of a program to effectuate the use of vacant commercial space or other appropriate space at New York city housing authority developments for use by businesses owned by an authorized public housing resident of such housing authority.
d. The mayor or the agency or office designated by the mayor pursuant to subdivision a of this section shall post the feasibility study required by this section on the website of the city or such agency or office.

b. The feasibility study required by this section shall examine, among other factors, the availability of vacant commercial space or other appropriate spaces for use by businesses owned by a public housing resident; the appropriate temporary occupancy period of the commercial space; financial considerations, including appropriate rent payments for the use of such space; opportunities for coordination with the economic opportunities programs for residents of the New York city housing authority; the potential for providing financial assistance up to $10,000 to facilitate the establishment, expansion, or growth of some or all such businesses; and potential liability and indemnification requirements in connection with such use of space.
