	Summary of Legislation: This bill would amend subdivisions (a) and (c) of section 16-118.1 of the Administrative Code to require the implementation of a citywide routing system for residential and commercial premises for the enforcement of section 16-118 with regard to the cleaning of sidewalks, flagging, curbstones and roadway areas by owners or persons in charge of any such premises. In addition, it would require that the two one-hour predetermined periods for issuing notices of violation, appearance tickets or summonses for residential premises shall be from 8:00 a.m. until 9:00 a.m. and from 6:00 p.m. until 7:00 p.m.
