Title:

A Local Law to Amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York, in Relation to requiring a comprehensive study of the commercial solid waste management system within New York City.



Sponsor:
The Speaker (Council Member Vallone) and Council Member Michels (in conjunction with the Mayor)

Summary of Legislation:  The proposed local law would amend the New York City Sanitation Code (Chapter 1 of Title 16 of the Administrative Code) by adding a new section 16-134.  The proposed law would require a comprehensive study of the commercial solid waste management system within New York City.  The main purposes of the study are:  to enable the City to assess and plan for management of both the residential and commercial waste streams in the most efficient manner, to minimize the potential adverse impacts on the City’s residential and business communities and the environment, and to assist in developing a new comprehensive solid waste management plan.  The proposed local law requires that a report containing findings and recommendations be submitted to the Mayor and the City Council no later than eighteen months after registration of the consultant contract and at least two months before the next draft comprehensive solid waste management plan is submitted to the Council or the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation. In addition, the proposed local law requires that a preliminary report be submitted by the Department of Sanitation to the Mayor and the Council during or before the last quarter of calendar year 2001.

Impact on Revenues:  There would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation.

Impact on Expenditures:  According to the Department of Sanitation, there are currently 73 commercial solid waste transfer stations within New York City.  The approximate cost of the legislation would be $2.5 million and entails two components.  First, the approximate cost of the comprehensive study would be $2.0 million.  The components of this study would include an analysis of the potential environmental and public health impacts of commercial transfer stations, estimated at $1.5 million, as well as analyses of permitting, enforcement, and routes relating to commercial transfer stations.

Second, as per the legislation, the Department is required to submit to the Mayor and the Council a preliminary report before or during the last quarter of the calendar year 2001.  The approximate cost for the preliminary report would be $500,000.
