A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the regulation of laundries
BILL SUMMARY:

The City currently requires certain laundries to be licensed by the Department of Consumer Affairs (DCA). This bill would expand the City’s licensing requirement to include certain private laundries that launder fabrics for a fee but currently are not required to be licensed. The bill would also require persons or businesses that provide laundry pickup and delivery services to be licensed by DCA. The bill also would require DCA to establish minimum standards of cleanliness and procedures for laundries to prevent the contamination of clean fabrics after laundering. Finally, the bill would make technical and conforming amendments to existing provisions for the purpose of increasing clarity.
