Summary of Legislation:
The bill would amend Subdivision (a) of section 1174 of Chapter 54 of the New York City Charter by eliminating the provision that as of January 1, 1981 the amount of the per diem fee to be paid to impartial members shall be $250. The new legislation provides that the impartial members, excluding the director, shall be paid per diem fee to be determined by City members and labor members of the board of collective bargaining.
