TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the crediting of certain prior service by the police pension fund of such city.

BACKGROUND:


According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (MOU), prior service credit is accorded to police officers who previously worked in certain uniformed services.  Emergency Medical Technicians (“EMT”) perform great public service under conditions of extreme stress and danger.  This legislation would consider service as an “EMT member” for a period immediately preceding allowable service in the police force as service in the police force for purposes of eligibility for benefits and determining the amount of benefits under the police pension fund.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:

Section 1 of the bill would amend paragraph 1 of subdivision b of section 13-143 of the administrative code of the city of New York to add service as an “EMT member” to the list of uniformed officers for whom service immediately prior to service in the police force counts as service in the police force for purposes of eligibility for and determination of benefits under the police pension fund.
