SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 1366 would require the Department of Social Services (DSS) to create web forms for any forms that must be completed by an applicant to apply for benefits and services through DSS. The web forms would allow applicants to directly input information and electronically sign applications and forms online. DSS would be required to continue to accept paper applications and forms that are mailed, faxed, or delivered in person. 
EFFECTIVE DATE: 120 days after becoming law

FISCAL YEAR IN WHICH FULL FISCAL IMPACT ANTICIPATED: 2027

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenue is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that there would be no additional resources necessary to fulfill the requirements of this legislation. The legislation would codify the existing capabilities of DSS’s benefits systems that are already adequately funded. Additionally, DSS has a budget program area dedicated to Information Technology (IT) Services, with a robust expense budget and headcount, for maintenance and upgrades of benefit systems. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is not consistent with the Council’s estimate. Although OMB was not able to provide a cost estimate, OMB anticipates additional operational resources may be required for the cost of a contractor. Given the agency’s existing IT budget, the Council disagrees that any additional resources would be required as that budget could be utilized to address the requirements of this legislation.
