TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the retirement and social security law, in relation to service credit for correction members of the New York city employees' retirement system.

BACKGROUND:
Prior to the creation of the twenty year retirement plan for Correction Officers, members could use service credit earned in other job titles under New York City Employees' Retirement System (NYCERS), towards their Correction retirement plan.  When the twenty year plan was created, Tier 3 Correction Officers participating in this retirement plan could no longer use credit for time served in other non-correction job titles under NYCERS towards this retirement plan.  This legislation provides that all credited service as a member of the NYCERS would count toward eligibility for retirement under the 20 year retirement programs for Tier 3 Correction members.

According to Senator Maltese’s Memorandum in Support, this legislation would create uniformity for all Tier 3 Correction Officers.
