A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York,  in relation to the sale of tobacco products in pharmacies
..Body
Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
§ 1. Section 20-201 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by local law number 2 for the year 2000, is amended by adding a new subdivision e-1 to read as follows:

e-1. “Pharmacy” means “pharmacy” as defined in subdivision 1 of section 6802 of the education law, and any retail store that contains a pharmacy. 
§ 2. Subdivision a of section 20-202 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by local law number 2 for the year 2000, is amended by adding a new subdivision 3 to read as follows:

3. It shall be unlawful for a pharmacy to obtain a license to engage in business as a retail dealer.
§ 3. After the date of enactment of this local law, a pharmacy shall not be allowed to apply for a license to engage in business as a retail dealer, and a pharmacy that applies for a renewal of such license may be issued such renewal, provided that such license shall be valid only until December 31, 2018. The fee described in paragraph 1 of subdivision c of section 20-202 of the administrative code of the city of New York shall be pro-rated in accordance with such restriction.

§ 4. This local law takes effect on January 1, 2019, except that section 3 of this local law takes effect immediately.
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
