SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 199-A would establish an office of algorithmic accountability. The office would be responsible for working with City agencies to promote transparency and accountability, by analyzing algorithmic tools used by City agencies, conducting pre-deployment assessments of the risks associated with the intended use of algorithmic tools; creating a public-facing platform that provides a mechanism for the submission of comments and questions by the public about a specific algorithmic tool used by an agency; establishing a protocol for receiving complaints from members of the public about the city’s use of algorithmic tools; and conducting corrective action related to the city’s use of an algorithmic tool. The bill would also require the office to report to the Council and the Mayor a summary of the results of such assessments of algorithmic tools used by City agencies.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate. 

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that it would cost the Office of Technology and Innovation (OTI) approximately $1.1 million annually to fulfill the requirements of this legislation for Other Than Personal Services (OTPS) expenditures for administrative and operating costs and for Personal Services (PS) expenditures for the following five positions (including salary and fringe): Executive Director, Intergovernmental Affairs Associate, Information Technology Project Specialist, Data Scientist, and Staff Analyst. The pro-rated cost in Fiscal 2026 is estimated to be $24,212 as the legislation would only be in effect for a portion of the year. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is not consistent with the Council’s estimate as it projects the need for nine new positions and additional OTPS expenditures. OMB’s estimate does not consider that this bill would codify several functions and positions already performed by the OTI, including public engagement work and guidance over algorithm use by City agencies, which are already accounted for in OTI’s budget.
