	A Local Law to amend the New York city charter in relation to requiring the New York city Department of Education to provide the metropolitan transit authority with certain student enrollment information.


	Charter:
	Amends chapter twenty by adding a new section 530.


On Wednesday, September 30, 2009, the City Council’s Committee on Education, chaired by Council Member Robert Jackson, will consider Proposed Int. No. 951-A, a bill that would amend the New York City Charter in relation to requiring the New York City Department of Education (“DOE”) to provide the Metropolitan Transit Authority (“MTA”) with certain student enrollment information.  A prior hearing on Int. No. 951 was held on Wednesday, September 23, 2009, and the Committee heard testimony from the DOE that they would be able to implement the new law.  No other parties testified. 
Background


It has come to the attention of the Council that the MTA requires certain student enrollment information in order to arrange for a bus to stop at a school for route planning purposes, including pick-up when school is dismissed.  According to the MTA, bus routes may be changed t (if warranted) o accommodate students at a particular school if the MTA has information regarding the number of students that will be attending the school and the zip codes in which the students reside.  Proposed Int. No. 951-A would require DOE to report such information to the MTA.
Proposed Int. No. 951-A
Bill section one of Proposed Int. No. 951-A would add a new section 530 to chapter 20 of the New York City Charter to address reporting requirements (to the MTA).
Subdivision a of section 530 of the Charter would require the DOE to report annually to the Metropolitan Transit Authority, on or before the fifteenth day of August of each year, the following information:
(1) the name and address of any school under the jurisdiction of the DOE that is to begin its first year of operation in the upcoming school year, the number of students enrolled in any such school, and the zip codes of the students and the percentage of such students in each zip code attending each respective school.

(2) The name and address of any school receiving an increase of 200 or more students enrolled for the upcoming school year, the zip codes of the new students enrolled in any such school, and the percentage of such new students in each such zip code.
Bill section 2 of Proposed Int. No. 951-A would provide that this legislation would take effect sixty days after its enactment into law.
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
