TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the establishment of a twenty-year retirement program for members of the New York city employees’ retirement system employed as investigators by district attorneys’ offices

BACKGROUND AND PROPOSED LEGISLATION:
According to the New York State Assembly’s Memorandum is Support (MIS), District Attorney Investigators perform a valuable law enforcement function, risking their lives, as do other police officers in the City.  Currently, such investigators are not afforded the same retirement benefits as their colleagues in police departments.  This legislation would remedy this inequity by instituting a twenty-five year retirement program for District Attorney Investigators.  

The proposed legislation would establish a twenty year retirement program for Tier I, Tier II and Tier IV members of the New York City Employees Retirement System (NYCERS) who are employed as investigators by District Attorneys’ offices in New York City.  Both present and future members of NYCERS employed in such positions would have the option to join this program, provided they join within one hundred and eighty days of the effective date of this legislation or the date on which they become a member, whichever is later.  Participants in the program would be required to make additional contributions to NYCERS, depending on the age each participant joined the retirement system.
