Bill Title:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to establishing a pilot abatement program for unsafe operators of pedal-assist bicycles
Submitted by:
Council Member Hanks

Justification:
The growing use of pedal-assist bicycles has introduced new safety challenges on city streets, particularly when operators repeatedly engage in unsafe behavior that endangers pedestrians, cyclists, and motorists. Existing enforcement tools rely primarily on fines and summonses, which may not sufficiently deter repeat violations or promote safer riding practices.
By establishing a pilot abatement program that combines education, accountability, and targeted enforcement for repeat offenders, this bill promotes safer operation of pedal-assist bicycles, reduces the risk of crashes and injuries, and supports a balanced approach to improving street safety through prevention and behavior change.
