A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department of buildings to report the number of fatalities and accidents at construction sites.
..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Section 103 of title 28 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 28-103.19:

§28-103.19 Reports. By March thirty-first of each year, the commissioner shall submit a construction safety report to the council listing every incident that occurred on every construction site within the city of New York that resulted in an injury and/or fatality during the immediately preceding calendar year.  Such report shall identify the owner and the general contractor of the site where the incident occurred, the nature of the work being performed at the time of the incident, violations issued as a result of the incident and to whom such violations were issued, and the number of persons injured and/or killed.  Such report shall also set forth the total number of injuries and fatalities that occurred on construction sites within each borough and within the entire city for each of the previous five calendar years.
§2. This local law shall take effect on July 1, 2008.
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
