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	Title  An act to authorize the city of New York to discontinue certain land as park land

	Summary of Legislation
This bill would authorize the City of New York to discontinue permanently the use as parkland a 202.25 acre swath in Fresh Kills Park, in the Borough of Staten Island. This authorization is subject to the requirement that the City of New York shall dedicate additional acreage as park land adjacent to the existing park land.

In connection with the implementation of the planned park for Fresh Kills, and concurrent with New York City Department of Sanitation closing of the landfill, this legislation would allow the City to alienate an interim swath of parkland wide enough to provide flexibility for locating the optimal alignment of the park roads. Any portions of the

parkland not necessary for the actual roadbeds and adjacent service areas would revert to mapped parkland after construction.

409 acres of land along the banks of Main and Richmond Creeks was mapped as parkland 50 years ago. Any of the potential routings for the principal roadways that will go east/west through the site, will pass through some of this mapped parkland. These roads are vital to the construction of Fresh Kills Park and most importantly, future public access.

The future Fresh Kills Park will be approximately 2095 acres.  Currently, 409 acres of that 2095 are mapped parkland, resulting in approximately 1,700 acres of added park land to the NYC parks system.  Of the 202 acres requested for alienation, a significant portion is set to revert to parkland after the construction of the park roads.  Once the

ULURP and EIS processes are complete, all 2095 acres will become mapped parkland. Then as park construction begins, jurisdiction will be transferred to the Department of Parks in phases.
