	Summary of Legislation:  This legislation would require the Department of Buildings (DOB) to provide written notice to the New York State Department of Education of any professional engineer or registered architect who was subject to any disciplinary proceedings where there has been adverse determination or sanction by DOB including any settlement agreements resulting in a sanction of privileges imposed by DOB. The written notice is required to be sent within 10 days after the disciplinary proceedings and will include the name, business firm name and address of the professional engineer or registered architect and any supporting documentation for the sanction. The written notice will also apply to any professional engineers or registered architects who were sanctioned by DOB within the 5 calendar years immediately preceding the effective date of this legislation.
