Justification:
Elected officials and high-level city employees regularly meet with lobbyists who are seeking to influence city policy.  While lobbyists are required to report on their intended targets, this information does not include any specific meeting details. This legislation will require all elected officials and senior-policy makers in city government to report monthly on meetings they have had with lobbyists, including the date and subject of the meeting. This reporting will help ensure there is transparency, accountability, and integrity in City government.
