	Title: A local law to amend the administrative code of the City of New York, in relation to prohibiting smoking at construction sites.

	Sponsors Council Member James and the Speaker (Council Member Quinn) and Council Members Vallone Jr., Brewer, Koppell, Liu, Mealy, Stewart and Weprin (in conjunction with the Mayor).


	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would codify into the building code the prohibition of smoking at all construction and demolition sites.  It would also require signage regarding the prohibition to be appropriately posted in accordance with the New York City Fire code.  This bill is part of a package of twelve bills that resulted from a collaborative process between the Administration and the Council.  These bills combine the findings and recommendations of “the Working Group” called for by the Mayor on strengthening the safety, oversight and coordination of construction, demolition and asbestos abatement (CDA) operations with legislative proposals put forth by Council Members in the wake of the Deutsche Bank Building fire.  The bills are collectively intended to improve CDA procedures in the City of New York.


	Effective Date:  This local law would take effect in sixty days after its enactment.
