	[bookmark: _Int_j5x28mpg][bookmark: _Int_0DqylZXs]SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: This bill will provide probation officers and probation officer trainees the same benefit pertaining to a heart presumption as is provided by other law enforcement officers. This proposed legislation would provide to New York City Employees Retirement System (NYCERS) Tier 4 and Tier 6 Probation Officers a rebuttable statutory presumption that a qualifying disability or death related to heart disease was incurred in the performance of duty and provide a performance of duty disability retirement benefit equal to 75 percent of Final Average Salary.
