SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 1465 would require food service establishments to display a red and white equilateral triangle icon on menus and menu boards or on a tag next to any food item that contains or exceeds 1,800 milligrams of sodium. This bill would also require a warning statement about high intake of sodium to be displayed at the point of purchase. Finally, this bill would require the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene to conduct public outreach to educate restaurants about the requirements of this local law.

[bookmark: _Int_zhDL3881]IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that the enactment of this legislation would require $1.8 million in Fiscal 2026 for Other Than Personal Services expenditures for the printing and distributing of outreach materials to comply with the requirements to provide public education to restaurants prior to the enactment of the legislation. Additionally, a prorated cost of $46,849 in Fiscal 2026 for Personal Services would be required for the hiring of a full-time outreach worker. The outreach worker and associated fringe benefits of $100,000 would continue into Fiscal 2027 and the outyears.
