TITLE:
To amend the administrative code of the City of New York, in relation to health insurance coverage for the surviving spouse or domestic partner and children of  deceased city employees. 

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends paragraph 2 of subdivision b of section 12-126 of the administrative code of the city of  New York.

ANALYSIS:


Int. No. 955-A would  amend  paragraph 2 of subdivision b of section 12-126 of  the Administrative Code to extend health insurance coverage to the surviving spouse or domestic partners, and children of deceased city employees when the death occurred as a natural and proximate result of an accident or injury sustained while in the performance of duty.  The children who would be covered include any children under the age of 19 and any who are enrolled on a full-time basis in a program of undergraduate study in an accredited degree-granting institution of higher education until such children complete their  educational program or reach the age of 23, which ever comes first.
