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	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to boarding kennels, businesses or establishments.

	Summary of Legislation: Legislation mandates that establishments where dogs receive services such as boarding, grooming or training services shall require proof from the dog’s owner that the dog has been vaccinated for rabies, distemper, hepatitis, para influenza and parvo during the past three years and against bordetella during the previous six months, prior to providing the dog with such services.  The legislation also requires that every kennel or establishment providing grooming or training services shall maintain and make available for inspection records for each dog utilizing their facility for a period of twelve (12) months from the last day of utilization.  This record shall include the owner’s name, address, telephone number, emergency contact, duration of stay, services provided and proof of vaccinations.  The legislation also requires that, in the course of its periodic inspection of these facilities, the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) shall inspect these records.  This legislation also requires that any owner or operator who violates any provision of this legislation shall be liable to a minimum civil penalty of two hundred and fifty dollars for each violation, and for such further penalties as may be provided in the rules of DOHMH or other applicable law.  


	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect immediately.
