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FILING OF MODIFICATION WITH THE CITY PLANNING COMMISSION

The Committee's proposed modification was filed with the City Planning Commission (the “Commission”) on January 30, 2002.  The Commission filed a letter dated February 6, 2002, with the Council indicating that the proposed modification is not subject to additional environmental review or additional review pursuant to Section 197-c of the City Charter.

However, the Commission did recommend an amendment to the Committee’s proposed modification.  The Commission’s recommended amendment is as follows:

“The Special Permit is approved for a term of 10 years.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, operation of the heliport pursuant to an operating permit(s) shall continue for a period of no more that 5 years unless, prior to the expiration of such 5 year period, the Economic Development Corporation conducts a performance review of the heliport operator and, following such review, EDC elects at its discretion to continue operation of the heliport pursuant to such operating permit.  Operation of the heliport may be continued for no more than an additional 5 years.  Such performance review shall include, without limitation, a review of the operator’s record regarding noise, cleanliness, and response to complaints and compliance with all applicable laws and regulations.  The review shall be in writing and shall be submitted to the local Community Board, Council Member, Borough President and City Planning Commission prior to any election to continue operation of the heliport pursuant to an operating permit beyond 5 years.”
