Justification:
Natural disasters increasingly affect New York City residents, often leaving individuals and families struggling to navigate complex recovery processes involving insurance claims, legal assistance, and multiple government aid programs. Currently, disaster-related information and services are dispersed across agencies and organizations, creating confusion and delays at a time when residents need immediate and coordinated support.
By establishing a centralized Disaster Assistance Center, this bill improves access to critical information, streamlines recovery resources, and ensures that New Yorkers impacted by disasters receive timely guidance and assistance to help them rebuild and recover.
