Bill Title: 
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to investigations of lead-based paint hazards by independent and certified inspectors
Bill Summary:

Local Law 1 of 2004 requires annual visual inspections for lead-based paint hazards in multiple dwellings constructed before 1960, or between 1960 and 1978 where the owner knows of the presence of lead-based paint, and where a child under the age of six resides. Local Law 1 of 2004 also requires owners to inspect for and remediate lead-based paint hazards upon turnover of any dwelling unit in a multiple dwelling or private dwelling constructed before 1960. The proposed bill would require the annual visual inspection to be performed by an independent, EPA-certified inspector or risk assessor at least once every five years. The bill would also require the visual inspection upon turnover to be performed by an independent, EPA-certified inspector or risk assessor, where it has been five or more years since the dwelling unit was last turned over. Owners would also be required to submit inspection, turnover and exemption information when filing annual property registration statements.
