[bookmark: _GoBack]Resolution approving the decision of the City Planning Commission on Application No. N 250217 ZRK for an amendment of the text of the Zoning Resolution (L.U. No. 428).

WHEREAS, NYC Department of City Planning, filed an application pursuant to Section 201 of the New York City Charter, for an amendment of the Zoning Resolution of the City of New York (“ZR”), amending certain floor area regulations in Article XIV, Chapter 6 (Special Atlantic Avenue Mixed Use District), as a follow-up action to the Atlantic Avenue Mixed-Use Plan (AAMUP) (Res. 915, adopted by the Council on May 28, 2025), and related to properties in the Crown Heights neighborhood of Brooklyn, Community District 8, (ULURP No. N 250217 ZRK) (the “Application”);
WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission filed with the Council on October 22, 2025, its decision dated October 22, 2025 (the “Decision”) on the Application;
WHEREAS, the Decision is subject to review and action by the Council pursuant to Section 197-d of the City Charter;
WHEREAS, upon due notice, the Council held a public hearing on the Decision and Application on October 23, 2025;
WHEREAS, the Council has considered the land use implications and other policy issues relating to the Decision and Application; and
WHEREAS, a Technical Memorandum (TM 001) was prepared and issued on May 16, 2025, which determined that the modifications in the Follow-Up Action would not have the potential to result in new or different significant adverse impacts from those identified in the Final Environmental Impact Statement (the “Technical Memorandum”), and Council has considered the Final Environmental Impact Statement (“FEIS”) (CEQR No. 24DCP019K), for which a Notice of Completion was issued on March 7, 2025.
RESOLVED:  
Having considered the FEIS with respect to the Decision and Application and the Technical Memorandum, the Council finds that:  
  (1) The FEIS meets the requirements of 6 N.Y.C.R.R. Part 617;  
  (2) From among the reasonable alternatives thereto, the action to be approved, with the modifications set forth and analyzed in the Technical Memorandum, is one which minimizes or avoids adverse environmental impacts to the maximum extent practicable;  
  (3) Consistent with social, economic and other essential considerations from among the reasonable alternatives available, the action is one which avoids or minimizes adverse environmental impacts to the maximum extent practicable.  
  (4) The Decision together with the FEIS and the Technical Memoranda constitute the written statement of facts, and of social, economic and other factors and standards, that form the basis of the decision, pursuant to 6 N.Y.C.R.R. §617.11(d). 
Pursuant to Section 197-d and 200 of the New York City Charter and, on the basis of, the Decision and Application, the environmental determination and consideration described in the report, N 250217 ZRK, incorporated by reference herein, and the record before the Council, the Council approves the Decision.

Floor area modifications for certain paired districts 
 
In M1A Districts paired with #Residence Districts#, for #zoning lots# with #buildings# containing #residential# and non-#residential uses#, notwithstanding the maximum #floor area ratio# for individual #uses# on the #zoning lot# shall apply, but the total #floor area ratio# shall be modified as follows:

However, in M1-2A Districts paired with R6A Districts, for #zoning lots# with a #lot area# greater than 10,000 square feet, where the #floor area# provided exceeds an equivalent #floor area ratio# of 4.5, any such excess #floor area# shall be allocated exclusively to: 
 
(a) #referenced commercial and manufacturing uses#, other than automotive repair and maintenance establishments listed under Use Group VI (Retail and Services); or 
 
(b) libraries, museums, community centers, non-commercial art galleries or philanthropic or non-profit institutions without sleeping accommodations listed under Use Group III(B) (Community Facilities Without Sleeping Accommodations).
