Resolution approving with modifications the decision of the City Planning Commission on ULURP No. C 240246 ZSM, for the grant of a special permit (L.U. No. 355).

WHEREAS, 515 Seventh Avenue Realty, LP (the “Applicant”), filed an application pursuant to Sections 197-c and 201 of the New York City Charter for the grant of a special permit pursuant to Section 74-153 of the Zoning Resolution to allow a 207,160 square feet transient hotel (Use Group V) on portions of the ground floor and the 12th through 36th floors of a proposed commercial building, which in conjunction with the related actions would facilitate the development of either a 38-story building containing commercial office use or 36-story tower containing both commercial office and transient hotel uses, in which both scenarios would have a floor area ratio (FAR) of 18 and include a Covered Pedestrian Space (CPS) located 515 Seventh Avenue (Block 813, Lot 64) in the Garment District neighborhood of Manhattan, Community District 5 (ULURP No. C 240246 ZSM) (the “Application”);
WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission filed with the Council on August 8, 2025, its decision dated July 16, 2025 (the “Decision”) on the Application;
WHEREAS, the Application is related to applications C 240248 ZSM (L.U. No. 353), a special permit pursuant to ZR Section 74-85 (Covered Pedestrian Space) to enable a floor area bonus for a covered pedestrian space; C 240249 ZSM (L.U. No. 354), a special permit pursuant to proposed ZR Section 121-71 (Special Permit to Modify Bulk Regulations in Subdistrict A-3) to increase maximum tower lot coverage; and N 240247 ZRM (L.U. No. 356), a zoning text amendment to ZR Section 121-00 to establish a new Subdistrict A-3 within the Special Garment Center District, which modifies bulk regulations therein and establishes two CPC special permits pursuant to ZR Section 121-31 and ZR Section 121-71 (together, the “Related Actions”);
WHEREAS, of the Related Actions, L.U. 354 and L.U. 356 were rendered unneccesary upon the adoption of Council Resolutions 1031 and 1032 of 2025 , which approved with modifications the CPC decisions for the Special Midtown South Mixed-Use District;
WHEREAS L.U. 354 and L.U. 356, and the associated applications and CPC decisions, were no longer needed to facilitate the proposed development and were subsequently withdrawn by the Applicant pursuant to a withdrawal letter dated August 18, 2025 and revised on August 20, 2025;
WHEREAS, the Decision is subject to review and action by the Council pursuant to Section 197d of the City Charter;
WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission has made the findings required pursuant to ZR Section 74-153 and ZR Section 74-152;
WHEREAS, upon due notice, the Council held a public hearing on the Decision and Application on August 20, 2025;
WHEREAS, the Council has considered the land use and environmental implications and other policy issues relating to the Decision and Application; and
WHEREAS, the Council has considered the relevant environmental issues, including the Revised Negative Declaration and a Revised Environmental Assessment Statement (EAS) issued July 14th, 2025 (CEQR No. 24DCP114M) (the “Revised Negative Declaration”), which supersedes the Negative Declaration issued April 7th, 2025, and which includes an (E) designation related to air quality and noise (E-840); and the hazardous materials (E) designation will remain in place (E-486).
RESOLVED:  
The Council finds that the action described herein will have no significant impact on the environment as set forth in the (E) Designations (E-840 and E-486) and Revised Negative Declaration.
	Pursuant to Sections 197‑d and 200 of the City Charter and on the basis of the Decision and Application, and based on the environmental determination and consideration described in the report, C 240246 ZSM, incorporated by reference herein, and the record before the Council, the Council approves the Decision of the City Planning Commission, with the following modifications.

Such development shall conform to all applicable provisions of the Zoning Resolution, except for the modifications specifically granted in this resolution and shown on the plans listed above which have been filed with this application. All zoning computations are subject to verification and approval by the New York City Department of Buildings.
3. Such development shall conform to all applicable laws and regulations relating to its construction, operation and maintenance.
4. In the event the property that is the subject of the application is developed as, sold as, or converted to condominium units, a homeowners’ association, or cooperative ownership, a copy of this report and resolution and any subsequent modifications shall be provided to the Attorney General of the State of New York at the time of application for any such condominium, homeowners’ or cooperative offering plan and, if the Attorney General so directs, shall be incorporated in full in any offering documents relating to the property.
5. All leases, subleases, or other agreements for use or occupancy of space at the subject property shall give actual notice of this special permit to the lessee or occupant.
6. Upon the failure of any party having any right, title or interest in the property that is the subject of this application, or the failure of any heir, successor, assign, or legal representative of such party, to observe any of the covenants, restrictions, agreements, terms or conditions of this resolution  whose provisions shall constitute conditions of the special permit herby granted, the City Planning Commission may, without the consent of any other party, revoke any portion of or all of said special permit. Such power of revocation shall be in addition to and not limited to any other powers of the City Planning Commission, or of any other agency of government, or any private person or entity. Any such failure as stated above, or any alteration in the development that is the subject of this application that departs from any of the conditions listed above, is grounds for the City Planning Commission or the City Council, as applicable, to disapprove any application for modification, cancellation or amendment of the special permit hereby granted.
7. Neither the City of New York nor its employees or agents shall have any liability for money damages by reason of the city or such employees or agents failure to act in accordance with the provisions of this special permit.
