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Title: An Act to amend the general municipal

law and the retirement and social security law, in

relation to benefits for employees of governmental

entities performing peace officer service in the city

of New York ,who are injured in the performance

of their duties.

Summary of Legislation:
This legislation extends the performance of duty disabilities retirement to special

officers, parking control specialists, school safety agents, campus peace officers and NYC taxi and limousine

inspectors. This performance of duty disability retirement means that any city employees in these titles that contact tuberculosis, hepatitis or HIV ( where they have been exposed to a bodily fluid of any person that the 

employee had contact in the performance of their duties) is presumed to have contracted this disease in the performance of their duties provided the employee passed a physical examination upon employment. This legislation also provides an accidental disability benefit equal to three-quarters of final average salary for such

employees. This is the same duty disability retirement benefit provided paramedics, firefighters, police and 

correction officers.             

Effective Date:       This legislation would take effect immediately upon its enactment.
