TITLE:  

To amend the administrative code of the city of New York and the New York city building code in relation to removing construction-related equipment

BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would create timeframes for the removal of construction-related equipment when there is no active construction and would permit the city to correct unsafe conditions of exterior walls.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

This local law takes effect 120 days after it becomes law, except that the commissioner of buildings, the commissioner of transportation, the commissioner of housing preservation and development, the commissioner of citywide administrative services and the head of any agency authorized to perform or arrange for the performance of emergency work under section 28-215.1 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as amended by section one of this local law, may take such measures as are necessary for its implementation, including the promulgation of rules, prior to its effective date.

Language in proposed unconsolidated laws, in contrast, will not have brackets or underlining because it would be entirely new.
