Title:
To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the regulation of the public wholesale markets. 



Sponsor:

Summary of Legislation:
The proposed legislation would amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York by adding new subsections to Title 22.  These new subsections would amend the authorization of the Commissioner of the Department of Business Services (the "Commissioner") to regulate the operation of the Hunts Point Food Distribution Center and the Bronx Terminal Market in the Bronx; the Brooklyn Terminal Market and Brooklyn Wholesale Meat Market in Brooklyn; and the Gansevoort Meat Market in Manhattan.  The specific regulations Intro 459-A would address include:

· persons lawfully picketing a public market’s place of business shall not be considered trespassing;

· employees, while acting in the scope of their employment,  shall still be subject to civil penalties for employer’s failure to comply with laws or rules, but can now exercise acting within the scope of their employment as an affirmative defense;

· owners and renters of vehicles shall be subject to civil penalties including the possible seizure and forfeiture of vehicles for owner or operator’s failure to comply with public market laws or rules;

· wholesalers, market businesses and trade associations shall be required to report any material changes within thirty days;

· unions and labor organizations shall be required to report any material changes within thirty days with officers required to report material changes within 30 days.

Finally, Intro 459-A would mandate that the arbitrators, who would have been previously selected by the Commissioner, are to be selected from the Office of Collective Bargainings list at random and would provide the Department of Investigation (DOI) the same authority as the Commissioner to order the fingerprinting of trade association officers reasonably believed to lack good character.
