This bill would require the New York City Police Department to report quarterly on motor vehicle stops. The report would include when each motor vehicle stop occurred, the precinct of the officer conducting the motor vehicle stop, the age, race, and gender of the operator, the reason for the motor vehicle stop, and whether the motor vehicle stop resulted in an arrest or summons of the operator of the vehicle.
