TITLE:
AN ACT authorizing the city of New York to sell and convey certain property to Yeshiva Har Torah.
BACKGROUND:


According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (MOU), the New York City Parks Department (“Parks Department”) owns a 0.63 acre strip of land along the Grand Central Parkway in Queens County.  The land is adjacent to property owned by the Yeshiva Har Torah, where a 450 seat private school will be developed.  The legislation would allow the Yeshiva to purchase the property from the Parks Department for use to develop access for school buses, sewer connections and a playground.


The Committee approved this legislation previously but must review it again today due to correct a technical error.
PROPOSED LEGISLATION:

Section 1 of the bill would authorize the City, to discontinue the use of the described parcel as parklands, and convey the property to Yeshiva Har Torah.  Section two of the proposed legislation conditions the discontinuance of the property as parkland and the conveyance of the property on the City’s acquisition of additional parklands of equal or greater fair market value and/or the performance of capital improvements to existing parks and recreational facilities that are equal to or greater than the fair market value of the conveyed property.    

Section 3 would describe the specific map coordinates of this property, adjacent to the Grand Central Parkway in the borough and county of Queens.
