	Title: A Local Law to amend the City Administrative Procedure Act of the New York City Charter, to require that all agencies electronically transmit copies of proposed rules in a timely manner.

	Summary of Legislation: Section one of the bill would amend paragraph two of subdivision b of section 1043 of the Charter to provide that agencies must electronically transmit the full text of a proposed rule to the office of the Speaker of the Council, the Council’s office of legislative documents, each Council Member, the chairs of all community boards, the news media and civic organizations no later than the date that the proposed rule is transmitted to the City Record for publication as required by paragraph 1 of subdivision b of section 1043.   By requiring that all interested parties receive the full text of the proposed rule, and mandating the time and manner within which notice must be sent, this amendment seeks to ensure that all interested parties receive notice more efficiently and expeditiously than is currently the case.


Section two of the bill would amend the emergency rule procedures to require that agencies electronically transmit copies of all rules adopted pursuant to the emergency procedures to the office of the Speaker of the Council, the Council’s office of legislative documents, the corporation counsel, each Council Member, the chairs of all community boards, the news media and civic organizations no later than the date that the emergency rules are transmitted to the City Record for publication.  This amendment would ensure that all interested parties receive notice of adopted emergency rules at the earliest possible opportunity.



	Effective Date: This local law would take effect ninety days after its enactment into law.
