Resolution approving the decision of the City Planning Commission on ULURP No. C 260060 ZMM, for a Zoning Map amendment (L.U. No. 75).

WHEREAS, 760 12th LLC, filed an application pursuant to Sections 197-c and 201 of the New York City Charter for an amendment of the Zoning Map, Section Nos. 8a, 8b, and 8c, changing from an M2-4 District to a C4-7 District and establishing a Special Hudson River Park District, which in conjunction with the related applications would facilitate a  proposed mixed use development containing residential and commercial uses on property located at 629 West 54th Street  (Block 1102, Lot 11), within the Special Hudson River Park District and the Special Clinton District, Borough of Manhattan, Community District 4 (ULURP No. C 260060 ZMM) (the "Application");
WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission filed with the Council on May 13, 2026 its decision dated May 13, 2026 (the "Decision") on the Application; 
WHEREAS, the Application is related to application N 260062 ZRM (L.U. No. 76), a zoning text amendment to amend Article VIII, Chapter 9, Article IX, Chapter 6, and Appendix F to modify the regulations of the Special Hudson River Park District, clarify the requirements of the Special Clinton District, and designate a Mandatory Inclusionary Housing (MIH) area; and application C 260061 ZSM (L.U. No. 77), a special permit to transfer floor area and modify bulk regulations in connection with the proposed mixed-use development (the “Related Actions”);
WHEREAS, the Decision is subject to review and action by the Council pursuant to Section 197-d of the City Charter;
WHEREAS, upon due notice, the Council held a public hearing on the Decision and Application on May 27, 2026;
WHEREAS, the Council has considered the land use and other policy issues relating to the Decision and Application; and
WHEREAS, the Council has considered the relevant environmental issues, including the Positive Declaration issued on December 30, 2024 (CEQR No. 25DCP049M) and a Final Environmental Impact Statement (the “FEIS”) for which a Notice of Completion was issued on April 30, 2026. To avoid significant adverse impacts related to hazardous materials, air quality, and noise the FEIS includes an (E) designation (E-869) that would apply to Block 1103, Lot 36 (801 11th Avenue), and Block 1102, Lot 11 (629 West 54th Street), which includes the project site (the “E-designation”). The FEIS identified significant adverse impacts and proposed mitigation measures, as summarized in Chapter 18 of the FEIS, related transportation (traffic and transit (buses)) and construction (traffic and noise). To ensure implementation of the mitigation measures identified in the FEIS, in connection with the proposed project, a Restrictive Declaration dated May 13, 2026, attached to the Decision for 260061 ZSM, would be recorded against the project site which specifies the mitigation measures and the process of their implementation, consistent with the FEIS (the “Restrictive Declaration”). A Technical Memorandum was issued on _______, 2026 (the “Technical Memorandum”) to consider the Council’s modifications to the Related Actions and concluded that the Related Actions, as modified, would not result in any significant adverse environmental impacts that were not already identified in the FEIS (the FEIS, the E-designations, the Restrictive Declaration and the Technical Memorandum are collectively referred to as the “Environmental Documentation”).
RESOLVED:
Having considered the Environmental Documentation with respect to the Decision and Application, the Council finds that:
(1) The environmental impacts disclosed in the FEIS were evaluated in relation to the social, economic, and other considerations associated with the Related Actions that are set forth in the Decision; and 
(2) Consistent with social, economic and other essential considerations from among the reasonable alternatives available, thereto, the Related Actions are those which avoid or minimize adverse environmental impacts to the maximum extent practicable by incorporating as conditions to approval, pursuant to the Restrictive Declaration attached to the Decision for C 260061 ZSM, those project components related to the environment and mitigation measures that were identified as practicable and the placement of (E) designation (E-869) for hazardous materials, air quality and noise.
The Decision, together with the FEIS constitute the written statement of facts, and of social, economic and other factors and standards that form the basis of this determination, pursuant to 6 N.Y.C.R.R. §617.11(d).
Pursuant to Sections 197-d of the New York City Charter and the Decision and Application, the environmental determination and consideration described in the report, C 260060 ZMM, incorporated by reference herein, and the record before the Council, the Council approves the Decision of the City Planning Commission.
The Zoning Resolution of the City of New York, effective as of December 15, 1961, and as subsequently amended, is further amended by changing the Zoning Map, Section Nos. 8a, 8b, and 8c:
1. changing from an M2-4 District to a C4-7 District property bounded by West 55th Street, a line 175 feet easterly of Twelfth Avenue, West 54th Street, and Twelfth Avenue; and 
2. establishing a Special Hudson River Park District (HRP) bounded by:
a) West 55th Street, a line 175 feet easterly of Twelfth Avenue, West 54th Street, and Twelfth Avenue;
b) a line 96 feet southerly of West 59th Street, a line 45 feet easterly of the U.S. Bulkhead Line, a line 258 feet southerly of West 59th Street, the U.S. Bulkhead Line, a line 356 feet southerly of West 59th Street, and a line 571 feet westerly of the U.S. Bulkhead Line; 
c) a line 400 feet northerly of the westerly prolongation of the southerly street line of West 42nd Street, the U.S Bulkhead Line, a line 200 feet northerly of the westerly prolongation of the southerly street line of West 42nd Street, and a line 705 feet westerly of the U.S Bulkhead Line;
d) the westerly prolongation of the southerly street line of West 42nd Street, the U.S. Bulkhead Line, a line 360 feet southerly of the westerly prolongation of the southerly street line of West 42nd Street, and a line 705 westerly of the U.S. Bulkhead line; and 
i. a line perpendicular to the U.S Bulkhead Line distant 71 feet northerly (as measured along the U.S. Bulkhead Line) from the point of intersection of the westerly prolongation of the northerly street line of West 21st Street and the U.S Bulkhead Line,
ii. the U.S. Pierhead Line;
iii. a line 125 feet northerly of the first named course;
iv. a line 102 feet westerly of the northerly prolongation of the U.S. Bulkhead Line;
v. a line 175 feet northerly of the first named course;
vi. the westerly prolongation of the southerly street line of West 22nd Street; and
vii. a line 78 feet easterly of the U.S. Bulkhead line and its northerly prolongation;
Borough of Manhattan, Community District 4, as shown on a diagram (for illustrative purposes only) dated December 15, 2025, and subject to the conditions of the CEQR Declaration E-869.
