A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring photovoltaic systems for city-owned buildings.

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. The title of section 4-207 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by local law number 1 for the year 2007, is amended to read as follows:

§ 4-207 Assessment and implementation of certain clean on-site power generation technologies.


§2. Section 4-207 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new subdivision d to read as follows:

d.  Photovoltaic systems for city-owned buildings. (1) For purposes of this subdivision, “cost-effective” shall mean, with respect to the installation of a photovoltaic system or additional photovoltaic system capacity, that the cumulative savings expected to result from such installation, including expected savings in energy costs and maintenance costs, will in twenty-five years or less, equal or exceed the expected costs of such installation, less all federal, state and other non-city governmental assistance available to offset the cost of such installation.
 
(2)
By July first of two thousand sixteen and every fifth year thereafter, the department of citywide administrative services, with the cooperation of all other relevant city agencies, shall report the following information, at a minimum, for each community district to the speaker of the council and the mayor:
(A)
The number of city-owned buildings in such district;

(B)
The number of city-owned buildings in such district for which installation of a photovoltaic system or additional photovoltaic system capacity would be cost-effective;

(C)
The expected savings in energy costs, over ten years, of installing all photovoltaic systems and additional photovoltaic system capacity that would be cost-effective at each city-owned building in such district; and

(D)
For reports filed after the year two thousand sixteen, the following additional information: 
(i)
The number of city-owned buildings in such district where a photovoltaic system or additional photovoltaic system capacity was installed on or after the filing date of the previous report; and

(ii)
A description of each factor, including changes in technology, that has affected the cost-effectiveness of installing photovoltaic systems or additional photovoltaic system capacity in such district since the previous report was filed.
(3)
For each city-owned building, the department of citywide administrative services, with the cooperation of all other relevant city agencies, shall install all photovoltaic systems and additional photovoltaic system capacity that would be cost-effective, except that, for a city-owned building designated as a landmarked building by the landmarks preservation commission, nothing in this subdivision shall be construed to require the installation of a photovoltaic system or additional photovoltaic system capacity that would be visible from the street adjacent to such building. 
(4)
The staff of each city-owned building with a photovoltaic system shall take such actions as are necessary to maximize the performance of such system.

§3. This local law shall take effect immediately. 
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
