A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to amending reporting and donor disclosure requirements for organizations affiliated with elected officials
Bill Summary:

Local Law 181 of 2016 requires reporting and public disclosure of donations to not-for-profit organizations affiliated with City elected officials or their agents. The proposed legislation would amend the reporting and donor disclosure requirements under Local Law 181 for organizations affiliated with an elected official or an agent of an elected official that did not spend or do not reasonably expect to spend at least 10 percent of their expenditures in the previous or current calendar year on the production or dissemination of elected official communications.
Effective Date: 
January 1, 2019, provided that the information required to be reported under paragraph 7 of subdivision b of section 3-902 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by section one of this local law, shall not be listed in the report required under subdivision b of section 3-902 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by section one of this local law, that is due by August 1, 2019, and provided further that if this local law becomes law after January 1, 2019, it is retroactive to and deemed to have been in effect as of January 1, 2019.
