A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the utilization of preventive services

BILL SUMMARY:

The proposed bill would require the Administration for Children’s Services to provide monthly reports on the utilization of preventive services. Preventive services are provided to children and families with the goal of averting entries into foster care or facilitating family reunifications. The monthly reports would include the number of families and the number of children who received preventive services, entered foster care during the month and had previously received preventive services, received preventive services after reunification, was under court ordered supervision and received preventive services, and lived in homeless shelters and received preventive services. The report would also include the school attendance rates for children receiving preventive services.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

The legislation would take effect 90 days after its enactment into law, provided that the commissioner shall promulgate any rules necessary for implementing and carrying out the provisions of this local law prior to such effective date.
