          3  everyone.  Good morning citizens of New York City,

          4  and thank you for taking the time to attend today's

          5  hearing.  My name is Margarita Lopez, and I am the

          6  Chair on the Committee of Mental Health, Mental

          7  Retardation, Alcoholism, Drug Abuse, and Disability

          8  Services. Today we will consider two pieces of

          9  legislation, this will be joint with both the

         10  Committee on Transportation, and they will vote

         11  separately.

         12                 We will first consider a vote on a

         13  Preconsidered Reso.  This resolution will find that

         14  enactment of Proposed Intro. No. 398- A does not

         15  have a significant adverse impact on the

         16  environment, and is consistent with the State

         17  Environmental Quality Review Act.  We will, once

         18  again, consider a vote on Proposed Intro. No. 398-

         19  A, this is a Local Law to amend the Administrative

         20  Code of the City of New York in relation to

         21  standards and specification for accessible water

         22  borne commuter services facilities for disabled

         23  persons in New York City.  They each were addressed

         24  by this proposed legislation that we are considering

         25  today are critical to disable commuters who use the

          2  City water ferry system to commute, for it will make

          3  our ferry system more accessible.

         25  Local Law to amend the Administrative Code of the
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          2  City of New York in relation to standards and

          3  specifications for accessible water borne commuter

          4  services facilities for disabled persons in New York

          5  City.

          9  this does not have a significant adverse impact.
