Hate crimes have a profound impact not only on individual victims, but on entire communities, creating fear and undermining a sense of safety. While Local Law 49 of 2020 established a system to notify relevant elected officials of hate crimes in their districts, that requirement is limited to incidents classified by the NYPD as violent, leaving many hate-related incidents unreported to local leaders. Given the dramatic increase in hate crimes across New York City, it is critical that elected officials are informed whenever any hate crime occurs so they can respond promptly, support affected communities, and coordinate appropriate resources. This legislation would expand notification requirements to include all hate crimes, ensuring greater transparency, stronger community response, and a more comprehensive approach to addressing hate in New York City.
This bill would expand this requirement to include notification of any hate crime, violent and non-violent, to the affected community and elected officials.
