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          1  COMMITTEE ON PUBLIC SAFETY

          2                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON ROBLES: The

          3  Committee on Public Safety is in session now.

          4                 Let me begin by saying that I am

          5  temporarily filling in as Acting Chair of the

          6  Committee in the absence of the Chair, who is on

          7  vacation.

          8                 Let me say that the Committee is in

          9  session to hold a hearing and dispose of Intro.

         10  910-A, introduced by the Speaker, Council Member

         11  Peter Vallone, and other members of the Council.

         12                 And on May 21st, this Committee held

         13  a hearing on a bill that would require the Police

         14  Department to report certain information about

         15  police activities to the New York City Council on a

         16  regular basis.

         17                 At that time, the Police Department

         18  expressed some concerns and questions about specific

         19  provisions of the bill, but agreed that the idea of

         20  such a bill was a good one.

         21                 In that spirit, the Speaker and the

         22  Council and the Administration worked together to

         23  address the Department's issue and to ensure that

         24  the Council is provided with meaningful information

         25  about Department activities.
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          2                 A result of that effort is Intro.

          3  910-A, that is before us today, the Police Reporting

          4  Bill.

          5                 This bill requires the Police

          6  Department to report to the Council on a quarterly

          7  basis the following information: Department training

          8  materials, Patrol Guide revision, headcount numbers,

          9  crime stats reported, which include crime

         10  complaints, arrests, summonses, domestic violence,

         11  radio runs, overtime statistics, stop, question and

         12  frisk information, including the number of such

         13  stops, broken down by race and gender, and number of

         14  arrests resulting from such stops, broken down by

         15  race and gender, and a listing of the factors that

         16  resulted in the stop, broken down by race and

         17  gender, the number of civilian positions.

         18                 This bill will provide information,

         19  important information to the Council and the public

         20  about the working of the Police Department and

         21  provide the Council with meaningful information with

         22  which to conduct oversight of the Department's

         23  activity.

         24                 Let me, before I introduce my

         25  colleagues who have joined us, yield the floor to
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          2  the Speaker of the Council, who is the prime sponsor

          3  of this bill, Speaker Peter Vallone.

          4                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Thank you very much,

          5  Mr. Acting Chair.

          6                 Commissioner Grasso, I just read your

          7  statement, just to be sure you're testifying in

          8  favor of the bill, and I'm very, very pleased to see

          9  that. This is a tremendous change over the last few

         10  years where I think the Council and the Office of

         11  the Mayor have learned that it's much better to try

         12  and work collaboratively to avoid lawsuits if we

         13  can, particularly when it comes to something as

         14  important as public safety in the City.

         15                 There has been a good deal of

         16  frustration on simple things, like the number of

         17  police officers in a precinct, whether or not you

         18  count people that are on terminal leave, and things

         19  of that nature. And often times, just because of a

         20  lack of information, it appears as if you are trying

         21  to hide something, which many times is not the case,

         22  and I would venture to say most times is not the

         23  case.

         24                 I think that based upon several

         25  really bad incidents that have occurred this year,
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          2  two deaths and a torture, which kind of exacerbated

          3  this perception, that the Police Department is

          4  deliberately withholding information, this is a

          5  tremendous step in the right direction.

          6                 I think based upon the number of

          7  hearings that you were present at, I went to at

          8  least eight of them myself with Council Member

          9  Annette Robinson, going all over the City, and it

         10  was amazing to me to find the kind of rapport that

         11  existed between the neighborhood police officers and

         12  command structure in each of the boroughs, and the

         13  neighborhood, which goes back to what we've been

         14  talking about all along since I'm here for a quarter

         15  of a century, that police officers should be the

         16  ambassadors of goodwill in every community, and the

         17  community should know them and there will always be

         18  a bad apple in a Police Department, as well as in a

         19  City Council, and anyplace else, but the goal,

         20  obviously, is one of harmony between the people and

         21  the Police Department, and 40,000 police officers

         22  now, that's bigger than most armies in the world.

         23  So, you are going to have a tremendous amount of

         24  work in complying with this bill, and I'm simply

         25  delighted that we were able to reach a compromise
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          2  and a consensus.

          3                 So, I want to compliment you and I

          4  want to compliment the Deputy Police Commissioner

          5  who is with you, and everyone that's been part of

          6  this process, as well as Public Safety Chair who is

          7  on vacation right now, Shelly Leffler, Sheldon

          8  Leffler, and particularly Counsel here, Ted Baecher,

          9  Amy Weber, who works for my office almost on a daily

         10  basis, and yourself. I think that this bill will go

         11  a tremendous step in the right direction to heal

         12  fractured relations, and to put the best foot

         13  forward of the Police Department, and where there

         14  are problems, to pinpoint those problems and to work

         15  together to rid ourselves of them.

         16                 So, I want to thank you very, very

         17  much and make the record quite clear that such a

         18  bill could not take place without both sides'

         19  cooperation.

         20                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON ROBLES: And for my

         21  colleagues, before I introduce them, let me say that

         22  the Speaker was informed before this meeting that

         23  both the Mayor and the Police Commissioner is in

         24  support of this bill, so I just wanted to for the

         25  record, for those who perhaps were not aware of it,

          1  COMMITTEE ON PUBLIC SAFETY

          2  Mayor Giuliani and Bernard Kerik, the Police

          3  Commissioner, are supportive of this bill.

          4                 Let me introduce my colleagues and

          5  then move on to the Commissioners.

          6                 Council Member Tom White from Queens,

          7  Council Member Juanita Watkins from Queens, Council

          8  Member Christ Quinn from Manhattan, Council Member

          9  Madeline Provenzano from the Bronx, Council Member

         10  Golden from Brooklyn, of course, Council Member

         11  Robles also from Brooklyn, and any other member I

         12  will introduce as they come in.

         13                 Commissioner, both Commissioner

         14  George Grasso and the Deputy Commissioner for Legal

         15  Matters, and Commissioner Maureen Casey, who is the

         16  Deputy Commissioner for Policy and Planning, New

         17  York City Police Department, welcome on behalf of

         18  the Speaker and my colleagues again.

         19                 Welcome, and you can proceed with

         20  your testimony.

         21                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER GRASSO: Thank you

         22  very much.

         23                 Good afternoon, Mr. Speaker, Mr.

         24  Chairman, and members of the Council. I am George

         25  Grasso, Deputy Commissioner for Legal Matters at the
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          2  NYPD, and I am joined by Deputy Commissioner for

          3  Policy and Planning, Maureen Casey, and by Director

          4  Susan Petito of my office. We are pleased to be here

          5  today on behalf of Mayor Rudolph Giuliani and Police

          6  Officer Bernard Kerik to support the enactment of

          7  Intro. No. 910-A, the Police Department data

          8  reporting bill.

          9                 This bill is the result of a strong,

         10  collaborative effort between the Administration and

         11  the City Council to make available on a regular

         12  basis extensive information about the operations of

         13  the Police Department for the Council to utilize in

         14  its oversight capacity.

         15                 We have together been able to craft

         16  legislation which gives the Council unprecedented

         17  insight into the operations of our Department in a

         18  manner which is consistent with the way our data is

         19  collected and maintained.

         20                 Because the reporting requirements

         21  created by this bill are extensive, we will be

         22  required to devote additional personnel resources to

         23  collection, compilation and production of the

         24  necessary reports.

         25                 We believe that the bill is
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          2  reasonable and tailored to the continuing interests

          3  of the Council in such matters as headcount, crime

          4  levels arrest activity, overtime and stop-n-frisk

          5  data.

          6                 The bill includes a reasonable

          7  quarterly reporting time frame. It also allows for

          8  necessary flexibility in the compilation and

          9  preparations of massive amounts of data, by giving

         10  the Department 30 days from the end of the reporting

         11  period, or from the time the requested data is

         12  entered into our computer system or otherwise

         13  corrected for the relevant reporting period to

         14  produce the documents to the Council.

         15                 Finally, the bill preserves the

         16  Department's need for confidentiality where law

         17  enforcement operations might be compromised by

         18  disclosure of data.

         19                 We, in the Police Department, are

         20  gratified by the Council's willingness to work in a

         21  positive and constructive way with the Department as

         22  Intro. 910-A has been discussed over the course of

         23  the last several weeks.

         24                 The result is a bill which we are

         25  able to fully support and will further formalize the
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          2  partnership between the Police Department and the

          3  City Council that has been essential to the

          4  Department's unparalleled ability to achieve and

          5  maintain historically low crime levels while

          6  respecting the constitutional rights of all New

          7  Yorkers.

          8                 We will be pleased to answer any

          9  questions you may have, and if I may be allowed for

         10  just a second, to follow up on the remarks by the

         11  Speaker and indicate that as someone who has been

         12  involved in this process for some time, I take a

         13  particular point of pride that on May 23rd the three

         14  of us were here at this table. We weren't there yet,

         15  but we were close in concept, and we all agreed in

         16  good faith to get there. And I once again would like

         17  to compliment Ted and Amy and other members of the

         18  staff who worked with us on an ongoing and open

         19  manner, and I think that what we were able to

         20  achieve here is the epitome of what City government

         21  is supposed to be all about.

         22                 Thank you.

         23                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON ROBLES: Before I

         24  yield to the prime sponsor, we've also been joined

         25  by Council Member Phil Reed from Manhattan, a member
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          2  of this Committee.

          3                 Council Member, Speaker Vallone.

          4                 SPEAKER VALLONE: It's awfully good to

          5  see a full Committee hearing in the heat of the

          6  summer. I'm very happy to see that. And that's just

          7  a testimony to the importance of the bill.

          8                 Thank you, Commissioner, because you

          9  are entirely accurate in terms of the fact that this

         10  never could have happened without full cooperation

         11  between both sides. It's easy to rant and rave and

         12  to pass a bill and have the Mayor veto it and wind

         13  up three years in court and it doesn't accomplish

         14  anything. This is what government is supposed to do.

         15                 Just a couple of quick questions. In

         16  terms of the headcount --

         17                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER GRASSO: Yes.

         18                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Obviously we're not

         19  going to have that problem of where people are on

         20  terminal leave and are going to be counted; is that

         21  correct? So, we would be counting human bodies, not

         22  people assigned?

         23                 That was a major, major problem in

         24  outlying areas like Queens County where police

         25  officers may live on Long Island, and a year before
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          2  they retire they go on terminal leave and they are

          3  assigned to a precinct but they are not there. So,

          4  we want to make sure that you are counting people

          5  who are actually on duty there. Is that going to be

          6  a problem?

          7                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER GRASSO: I'll have

          8  Commissioner Casey address the specifics of the

          9  headcount.

         10                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER CASEY: Mr.

         11  Speaker, the way that our data is currently

         12  collected, everybody is included, so it does include

         13  those that are on terminal leave. This is the first

         14  I think that this particular issue has been brought

         15  to our attention, it's certainly something that we

         16  could look at. But the way the data is currently

         17  collected by the Police Department, it does include

         18  everyone that's on the payroll.

         19                 SPEAKER VALLONE: I know everyone

         20  that's getting paid, but I would want you to, as we

         21  work along on this thing, to pay particular

         22  attention to people who are not there, and they are

         23  still assigned to the Police Department and they

         24  could last as long as a year but they're not

         25  physically present. That's got to be as important to
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          2  you, to the Police Department, as it would be to the

          3  people who are looking for that kind of protection.

          4  So, I just want to make sure that it's part of the

          5  record that you will make an effort to accomplish

          6  that.

          7                 The other thing that we can't yet

          8  control are the traffic tickets. There is a good

          9  deal of confusion among the people's minds that all

         10  the stuff they see on the Jersey Turnpike is the

         11  same thing that's happening -- or on the Garden

         12  State Parkway, is the same thing that's happening in

         13  the City, and it's far different than what's

         14  happening in the City. But we still want information

         15  in terms of how many people we see with traffic

         16  summonses and why and that kind of thing. That is a

         17  state jurisdiction, it's not our jurisdiction. So,

         18  even though police officers are giving that, we

         19  can't change the forms. But part of what we agreed

         20  upon is that we will both call upon the State to

         21  change their form so that it would include the

         22  information that we already compile for other

         23  incidents that happen in the City.

         24                 So, in terms of traffic tickets, we

         25  don't have the jurisdiction within the City itself
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          2  to order them to change the form of the traffic

          3  tickets, we believe we will be able to get them to

          4  comply, and I just wanted the record to be clear on

          5  both instances; is that correct?

          6                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER CASEY: Yes.

          7                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Okay, good. Thank

          8  you very much.

          9                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON ROBLES: Council

         10  Member Watkins and Council Member Quinn.

         11                 Council Member Watkins.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER WATKINS: Thank you.

         13                 Commissioner Grasso and company, we

         14  certainly applaud this effort, and after a number of

         15  years on this Committee and being a member of Select

         16  Committee, who, as the Speaker mentioned, traveled

         17  all over the City with hearings about police

         18  accountability, this is a major step for us. A

         19  couple of questions about civilian members of the

         20  Police Department.

         21                 Will this bill make it easier for you

         22  to ascertain and for the Council to oversee the

         23  deployment of police officers who may be working in

         24  civilian-type positions and why they're there?

         25                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER GRASSO: We look
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          2  at the deployment as it is on an ongoing basis with

          3  the NYPD, obviously, but to the extent that this

          4  bill requires additional and regular reporting by

          5  the Department with respect to civilians, I think it

          6  certainly will enhance the Council's oversight

          7  capabilities and by interaction between the

          8  Department and the Council could only ultimately

          9  enhance our overall policy decisions.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER WATKINS: One of the

         11  other points that this does not address directly,

         12  but I certainly, and I know many of my colleagues

         13  would hope, that as you compile the information that

         14  is necessary under this bill for the Council to

         15  receive, that it may make it easier for you as the

         16  Department to look at those areas where what

         17  sometimes seems to us excessive overtime is

         18  occurring to remedy this.

         19                 I would hope that we will not have to

         20  make the huge dollar numbers in budget modifications

         21  for departmental overtime, because I hope that this

         22  is going to be an instrument that makes it easier

         23  for you to take a good, hard look at some of the

         24  things that are happening internally, as you, you

         25  know, follow your overall mission, that this may
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          2  affect some decrease in the overtime or your ability

          3  to better make a request for dollars at budget time

          4  so that they're factored in.

          5                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER GRASSO: I would

          6  agree with you. I think the totality of the effect

          7  here will be useful in overtime, as well as in other

          8  areas impacted by the bill.

          9                 Because, again, if nothing else, what

         10  the bill is providing for is a regular ongoing and

         11  specific exchange of pertinent information between

         12  the Department and the Council, thereby if either

         13  Council Members or Council staff see or believe they

         14  see any red flags in this data, that we will be

         15  able, maybe on a more timely basis, to talk about it

         16  than it coming up only at a budget hearing or

         17  something like that.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER WATKINS: Thank you. I

         19  look forward to this collaboration.

         20                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON ROBLES: Let me

         21  make sure that the record is straight before I call

         22  on Council Member Quinn.

         23                 However, as I understand on this bill

         24  and the reporting, let me be clear, where the

         25  Speaker mentioned something that many of us in this
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          2  Committee had consistently been critical of, the

          3  number that you will be giving in this report will

          4  be the actual uniformed headcount in the precinct so

          5  that if a police officer is assigned to the

          6  precinct, but may be on a leave, or as the Speaker

          7  pointed out, you will not find those officers in

          8  that report; is that fair to say?

          9                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER GRASSO: Yes.

         10                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON ROBLES: One of my

         11  concerns, and I used at the press conference, was

         12  the following:

         13                 This bill is not a new bill, at least

         14  a concept. This started out with Safe City - Safe

         15  Streets, when we pledged the people of New York City

         16  to tax them where they actually paid for the hiring

         17  of police officers.

         18                 After we had done that, the one thing

         19  that was constantly a criticism complaint to me and

         20  to many Council members, is that the numbers that

         21  you allegedly used, you claim you had in the

         22  precinct, they did not see it. And I just want to

         23  make sure we understand that what this bill does is

         24  clearly tells you what uniformed police officers are

         25  in the precinct working in the precincts, what
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          2  number of civilians are working in the precinct, and

          3  those that are assigned to the precinct, although

          4  physically may not be in the precincts, those

          5  numbers will not be part of that? Or will they be

          6  part of it?

          7                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER CASEY: If they

          8  are assigned to the precinct, they will be included

          9  in those numbers.

         10                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON ROBLES: Right.

         11                 And how are we going to then separate

         12  the difference between the uniformed police officer

         13  that's assigned to the precinct that actually goes

         14  out on patrol, walks the streets, goes in the radio

         15  cars, and those police officers that may be assigned

         16  to the precinct, but not physically is working in

         17  the precinct?

         18                 I just want to follow what the

         19  Speaker said. We still have to work towards what we

         20  want to see.

         21                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER CASEY: I think

         22  that, as the Speaker had mentioned, will be part of

         23  this ongoing process as we refine the formats on how

         24  the information will be provided.

         25                 If they are assigned to the precinct,
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          2  they will be included in those numbers. If they are,

          3  for some reason, on a temporary detail, that detail

          4  would only be temporary.

          5                 Again, we will work to continue to

          6  refine the way that that is --

          7                 SPEAKER VALLONE: The specific problem

          8  was not someone who is temporarily out on vacation

          9  or that. The specific problem that I was referring

         10  to was something that we thought we worked out with

         11  Police Commissioner McGuire many years ago, that

         12  when someone takes terminal leave, meaning they're

         13  not coming back, but they have about a year left to

         14  do, they can take as long as a year, that that

         15  should not be counted as a uniformed police officer

         16  assigned to a precinct, because he or she is not

         17  there.

         18                 So, while they're on the payroll, one

         19  of your books obviously has to keep them on because

         20  you're paying them, and they're still considered on

         21  active duty for payroll purposes, but they're

         22  certainly not considered on active duty from the

         23  community's standpoint, and there's got to be a way

         24  of clarifying.

         25                 They were able to do it a long time
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          2  ago, and I assume they are still able to do it now,

          3  where they actually take -- each precinct commander

          4  knows how many vacancies he or she has. If there are

          5  ten people on terminal leave, he hasn't got ten

          6  people to send out on the streets.

          7                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER GRASSO: I'm told

          8  that it's a manual headcount process. But the best

          9  that I could say at this point, it's something that,

         10  you know, we will look to work with the Council on.

         11  And, you know, to the extent that this aspect of the

         12  bill that we're talking about, or another aspect of

         13  the bill becomes somewhat, this will be like details

         14  and I think --

         15                 SPEAKER VALLONE: It will become

         16  important to the future Council also.

         17                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER GRASSO: Right.

         18                 SPEAKER VALLONE: What we're trying to

         19  do here is to have just accurate counts, and there's

         20  got to be a way that you can tell your precinct

         21  commanders to give you a list of the number of

         22  people that are on terminal leave and don't count

         23  them against the headcount, that's all.

         24                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER GRASSO: It's

         25  something we can work on.
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          2                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON ROBLES: Council

          3  Member Quinn.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: Thank you.

          5                 In the Crime Status Report, will that

          6  include information on the number of rapes and

          7  sexual assaults?

          8                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER CASEY: Yes, it

          9  will.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: And what about

         11  bias incidents?

         12                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER CASEY: I don't

         13  believe we have spoken about breaking it out in that

         14  regard.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: If that's

         16  something maybe we could continue to talk about to

         17  try to get, and the number of bias incidents as

         18  well, that would be helpful. I mean, not just sexual

         19  assaults and rapes that are bias incidents, but more

         20  generally.

         21                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER GRASSO: As I

         22  said, Councilwoman, when I testified in May, I don't

         23  think that any of us look at this legislation as the

         24  entire universe of information.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: Right.
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          2                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER GRASSO: That is

          3  going to be exchanged between the Department and the

          4  Council. I mean, we would anticipate there would be

          5  other information that you're going to want that's

          6  not embodied in the legislation and that will be

          7  something we will talk about. Obviously bias

          8  incidents is something that we would want to look to

          9  work with you on and continue to work with you on.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: Thank you.

         11                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON ROBLES: Council

         12  Member Reed.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER REED: Thank you, Mr.

         14  Chair.

         15                 I recognize that this is in fact a

         16  huge step forward, in terms of accountability, but

         17  also just in terms of communication, and I applaud

         18  both the efforts of the Police Department and

         19  certainly our staff and the Speaker. Often times

         20  it's like, you know, well, whose winning. You always

         21  hear these sort of relationships between us and

         22  elected officials and the people, and it's not about

         23  whose winning. It's just not about that. And, so, I

         24  think this is a real demonstration of that, and I

         25  want to commend you, and I think that the people in
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          2  our community, our constituents, when we're able to

          3  go back and talk about this, this will also enhance

          4  the confidence that they have that certainly under

          5  Commissioner Kerik's leadership we have all been

          6  seeing that rise up, the optimism about the

          7  relationships, so I want to applaud that.

          8                 I'm not sure, though, I understand, I

          9  was just asking staff, this is to take effect 60

         10  days after it's signed; is that correct?

         11                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER GRASSO: That's

         12  what I believe, yes.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER REED: Does that mean

         14  when your statistic taking, et cetera, is going to

         15  happen, or is that when we're going to get the first

         16  report? Or we're getting the information documented

         17  now? The bottom line, George, is, when might we see

         18  the first report?

         19                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER GRASSO: I think

         20  technically our quarterly reporting requirements

         21  pursuant to the bill would kick in at the time the

         22  bill is signed. But as a practical matter, you know,

         23  we're going to gear up for this, we're gearing up

         24  for it now, and we'll be working closely with the

         25  staff, and to the extent the Council is, you know,
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          2  interested in getting a look maybe at some

          3  preliminary data as we're pulling it together, I

          4  think we could probably talk about that.

          5                 But answering it strictly

          6  legalistically, I think that our quarterly reporting

          7  requirement would kick in from 60 days after the

          8  bill is signed because that's when the law becomes

          9  effective.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER REED: Thank you.

         11                 Thank you, Mr. Chair.

         12                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON ROBLES: No other

         13  questions, I see, let us then proceed.

         14                 Thank you, Commissioner.

         15                 And let me also, on behalf of the

         16  Speaker, and my colleague, please convey to the

         17  Police Commissioner our gratitude for his support,

         18  and we look forward in continuing to work with him

         19  and his Department.

         20                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER GRASSO: Thank you

         21  all.

         22                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON ROBLES: I don't

         23  see anyone or any slip where the public wants to

         24  testify, so seeing no slip, then I will move, with

         25  my colleagues' permission, to move on the vote on
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          2  this bill, Intro. 910-A, and having the clerk here,

          3  would you proceed with the roll call, please.

          4                 COUNCIL CLERK: Robles.

          5                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON ROBLES: Let me say

          6  that for some of us who have been on this Committee,

          7  like I said, I first became a member of this

          8  Committee in 1985 when I first came here. This bill

          9  may be new, but the commitment and the leadership,

         10  and particularly under the leadership with Speaker

         11  Peter Vallone, maybe it's a going away present for

         12  me, but after 17 years, trying to deal with issues

         13  that we have dealt with every single day, it is good

         14  to see that we just -- I hope we don't get

         15  criticized for just changing street names, but

         16  rather there are times through our public service

         17  that we really are legislators and we legislate

         18  something that really impacts upon the quality of

         19  life of the people of New York City, not just merely

         20  changing street names, and for that reason, I'm very

         21  happy to be part of this Council, under the
