Summary of Legislation:
This legislation would amend paragraph 9 of subdivision a of section 533 of the New York city charter, a law to establish and enforce rules and regulations for the use, government and protection of public parks and all property under the charge or control of the department as amended by local law number 7 of the city of New York for the year 1996.  This amendment would require that such rules and regulations shall apply to and shall be enforceable within public parks, recreational facilities and other property under the jurisdiction of the Hudson river park trust and the battery park city authority provided that such trust or authority have entered into agreements with the commissioner to provide for the maintenance, protection and/or government of such property by the department. It also requires that violation of such rules and regulations shall be punishable by a civil penalty of not more than five hundred dollars for each violation, which may be recovered in a proceeding before the environmental control board.
