A Local Law to amend the New York City charter and the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to changing the name of the department of public health to the department of health and mental hygiene.


Today, the Committee on Governmental Operations will hear testimony on Introductory Bill Number (“Int. No.”) 227 (copy attached), changing the name of the City’s Department of Public Health to the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene.  In 2001, the Mayor’s Charter Commission recommended, and the City voters approved, a merger between the Department of Health and the Department of Mental Health, Retardation, and Alcoholism Services.  The newly merged Department became the “Department of Public Health.”  The Department now requests a name change to the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene.  The effective date is retroactive to July 1st, 2002.


The Committee expects to hear testimony today from the Commissioner of Public Health, Thomas R. Frieden.
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
