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          1  COMMITTEE ON LAND USE

          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: We have a quorum.

          3  Just so everybody knows, there are three Committee

          4  meetings going on at the same time right now, so I

          5  want to thank everyone for starting their day with

          6  this Committee and we are now getting all the folks

          7  from Education as well to come over from 250

          8  Broadway. But we do have a quorum so why don't we

          9  quickly go through the agenda so you guys can get to

         10  your other Committee meetings.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: And do it

         12  slowly.

         13                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: We'll do it slowly

         14  so Simcha can not only hear but understand; how is

         15  that?

         16                 Elmhurst rezoning is the first item.

         17  It is a zoning map amendment to facilitate the

         18  development of a mixed use building with 100

         19  residential units, and a ground floor of commercial,

         20  it is in Council Member Sears's district. And that

         21  is Elmhurst rezoning.

         22                 LU No. 215, Cornerstone Round Three

         23  Site Four, is the technical name. It is in Council

         24  Member Dickens's district. It is a ULURP and a UDAAP

         25  to facilitate the development of one 11-story
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          2  building containing 22 condominium units.

          3                 LU No. 305 and 306 are both related.

          4  It is rezoning. An area to preserve the low-density

          5  of the area. This is the Prince's Bay rezoning. It

          6  is a zoning map amendment, and it is a zoning text

          7  amendment, and they're both in Council

          8  Member/Senator Lanza's district.

          9                 LU No. 207 and 298. I just wanted to

         10  get your attention. LU Nos 207 and 298. 207 is in

         11  Council Member Jackson's district, 298 is in Council

         12  Member Barron's district, and they are both UDAAPs.

         13                 Let me start by calling on Council

         14  Member Sears to make the comment regarding the

         15  Elmhurst rezoning.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEARS: Thank you,

         17  Madam Chair. The project in Elmhurst, let me just

         18  say a few words on that. I think, one, that I thank

         19  the developers and architects for coming up with

         20  what has really been, I think, a very advanced

         21  project. It actually takes in not just developing in

         22  a little spot, but it's, I think, one of the first

         23  projects that has come along. It is really looking

         24  at Elmhurst in a very long range, because Elmhurst

         25  has huge potential for development, and it must be
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          2  done very carefully. And this project is the first

          3  one I believe that is considering the environment,

          4  the aesthetics and the fact of what can happen to

          5  Elmhurst. And I support it. It is very far advanced,

          6  and I'm very pleased that it's in my district. I

          7  want to thank Councilman Avella, and Chair Katz and

          8  my colleagues because your support is very important

          9  to this, without it it wouldn't be moving. So, I

         10  thank you.

         11                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Any other comments

         12  on the agenda today?

         11  experience, and his perseverance has paid off, and I

         12  vote aye on all. Thank you.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: Palma.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of 19 in the

         25  affirmative, zero in the negative, and no
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          2  abstentions, all items are adopted.

          3                 Council members, please sign the

          4  Committee reports. Thank you.

          5                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: We're going to hold

          6  the vote open for 15 minutes. Today there are so

          7  many Committee meetings, I want to give everybody

          8  the opportunity to vote.

          9                 Thank you very much.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Arroyo.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER ARROYO: Aye.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote now stands at

         13  20.

         14                 Council Member Lappin.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER LAPPIN: Aye on all.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote now stands at

         17  21 in the affirmative, zero in the negative and zero

         18  abstentions.

         19                 Council Member Jackson.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON: Aye on all.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote is now at 22.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Baez.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER BAEZ: Aye on all.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: The final vote in the

         25  Committee on Land Use now stands at 23 in the
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          2  affirmative, zero in the negative and absolutely no

          3  abstentions. Thank you.
