	TITLE: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring certain contracted entities to develop and implement a cultural passport program encouraging visitation to participating sites in each borough
	SPONSOR(S): Williams, Maloney, Restler, Louis, Thomas-Henry, Banks and Hudson





SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 849-A would require an agency designated by the mayor, or a city tourism and conventions entity designated by the mayor, to develop and implement a cultural passport program in consultation with the Department of Small Business Services (SBS), the Department of Cultural Affairs (DCLA), and a city tourism and conventions entity. The program would be required to include identification of at least five participating sites selected for a minimum period of one year in each borough. The program would be designed to encourage public engagement with and visitation to participating sites in each borough.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that the implementation of this legislation would require additional $50,000 annually starting in Fiscal 2027 for OTPS costs related to the production and distribution of a cultural passport document. The Administration has existing grant funding to cover this cost in Fiscal 2026. Other requirements of the legislation are anticipated to be completed using existing agency resources and private support.
