DOITT would be required to create written materials containing information on such internet services, including eligibility and how to apply for such internet services, and to provide such materials electronically and in hard copy to CBOs. DOITT would also be required to post such information on its website.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that there would be a one-time Other Than Personal Services expenditure of $15,000 in the first fiscal year, for the translation of materials that would be used by the community-based organizations. Additionally, there would be an annual expenditure beginning in Fiscal 2026 for the printing of required materials. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
