During winter storms, hazardous snow and ice conditions on pedestrian bridges pose serious safety risks, yet residents often face confusion about how to report these conditions. While 311 accepts snow and ice complaints for sidewalks and streets, there is no clear pathway for reporting conditions on pedestrian bridges, leading to delays and uncertainty about agency responsibility. This legislation would explicitly require 311 to accept and route snow and ice removal requests for pedestrian bridges to the appropriate agency. By closing this reporting gap, the bill would improve public safety, clarify accountability, and support timely winter maintenance of critical pedestrian infrastructure.
