Summary of Legislation: The proposed legislation would amend the State General Municipal Law to provide

that for purpose of the special accidental death benefit payable by the State to New York City firefighters and police officers who die in the line of duty, the terms widow and widower shall be deemed to include the member’s domestic partner as defined in the City’s Domestic Partnership Law.

Effective Date:  This legislation would take effect immediately upon its enactment.
