	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the City of New York, in relation to requiring the department of health and mental hygiene to make nurses available to public and private primary and intermediate schools.

	Summary of Legislation: The proposed legislation would add a new section 17-187 to Chapter 1 of Title 17 of the New York City administrative code, requiring that the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) make available on a full-time basis at least one nurse at each public and private primary school which i) had at least two hundred students enrolled by the last day of the second month of the preceding school year; ii) submits a written request that the department provide such a nurse, and iii) maintains, pursuant to any rule as may be promulgated by the DOHMH Commissioner, an appropriate medical room wherein the nurse can carry out his or her nursing duties.  

The proposed legislation also provides that the Department provide one nurse, provided that a nurse has not been provided under the above circumstances, or one public health advisor, as appropriate, at each public and private intermediate school which i) had at least two hundred students enrolled by the last day of the second month of the preceding school year; ii) submits a written request that the department provide such a nurse, and iii) maintains, pursuant to any rule as may be promulgated by the DOHMH Commissioner, an appropriate medical room wherein the nurse can carry out his or her nursing duties.  



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect one hundred and eighty days after enactment.

	Impact on Revenues: There would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation.



	Impact on Expenditures: In order to provide one nurse in every public and private primary school, and provide one nurse or one public health advisor, as appropriate, at each public and private intermediate school it is estimated that the cost to the City will be approximately $12.5 million per year.  As the City has already announced that it will provide $8 million to increase nursing coverage in public and private schools, it is estimated that the additional cost of this proposed legislation will be approximately $4.5 million.
